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Note on Transliteration

The contributions collected in this volume stem from different backgrounds, lan-
guages, and scholarly approaches. Therefore, while quotations in Indian languages 
follow the usual conventions, the mode of transliteration for proper names and 
foreign expressions may vary from one article to another; for example, Śivā, Śiva, 
and Shiva are all accepted. These variations reflect an individual author’s choice 
to use a specific spelling.
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
