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kraft der chinesischen AuBenpolitik. Wahrend die Bewertung
eines wachsenden chinesischen Einflusses schwankte - Gerd
Kaminski erwartete von ihm positive Beitrdage flir das Nord-
Slid-, das Ost-West- und das Ost-Ost-Verhdltnis, Samuel
Kim wies auf die Labilitdt der Allianzen hin, die sich aus
den Opportunitatserwagungen der chinesischen Politik er-
gibt, Francois Joyaux warnte vor den Gefahren einer sino-
sowjetischen Anndherung flir Westeuropa, Dennis Duncanson
betonte Pekings traditionelle Hegemonialpolitik in Asien -,
waren sich alle Diskussionsteilnehmer einig, daB China Ende
der 70er Jahre in bemerkenswertem AusmaB seinen bisheri-
gen aufBenpolitischen Standort verlassen hatte. Wie weit sich
Pekings Positionen insbesondere von denen anderer Staaten
der Dritten Welt entfernt hatten, machte insbesondere Oskar
Weggel in seinen Ausflihrungen deutlich.

Insgesamt: Eine niichterne, um nicht zu sagen: ernich-
ternde Gesamtbilanz, gepragt von der Skepsis, die alle Ex-
perten nach der groBen Entzauberung Chinas durch Maos
Nachfolger erfaRt hat. DaB dabei stellenweise auch Enttau-
schungen und/oder Befriedigung der China-Beobachter
sichtbar werden, liegt wohl in der Natur eines solchen Um-
schwungs. Dennoch sollte der gescharfte Blick fiir die Fehl-
leistungen und Mangel der Volksrepublik China nicht dazu
fiihren, daR die Dimensionen und Schwierigkeiten der dort
anstehenden Entwicklungsprobleme aus dem Visier geraten.
In diesem Sinne hatte auch einigen Beitragen auf der Bon-
ner Konferenz etwas mehr Sinn fiir den Siiden der Erde
und etwas weniger Orientierung an ihrem Osten oder Westen
gutgetan.

Two Conferences on Indonesian Studies
in the Netherlands

a) Symposium on Indonesian Studies in Dutch Cultural
and Social Sciences, April 18-19, 1983

About fifty Dutch Indonesia-scholars met with govern-
ment officials and a few guests for a two-day symposium in
the Netherlands Institute for Advanced Study (NIAS) in
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Wassenaar to discuss the present state and problems of In-
donesian Studies in the Netherlands. Basis of the discus-
sions was an impressive 77-page report ("Rapport wvan
de Werkgroep Indonesische Studies"), prepared for this
occasion on the request of the Dutch Ministry for Education
and Science by a committee, chaired by Dr. A.J. Piekaar.
The report gives a detailed account of the situation of In-
donesian Studies in Dutch universities and in the wvarious
academic disciplines with an eye to past achievements as
well as to future needs. It is evident that, after a period
of stagnation during the process of decolonization, Indo-
nesian Studies have meanwhile regained an important posi-
tion in the fields of cultural and social sciences in the
Netherlands. The reasons for this revival are many. Among
them are: a renewed interest in Indonesia and in the period
of colonialism and imperialism among Dutch students; the
begin of a new phase of cultural cooperation between Indo-
nesia and the Netherlands in the 1970's - with many Indo-
nesian students coming for research and training; and an
increasing number of foreign scholars from other countries,
interested in the "treasures" in Dutch archives and librar-
ies, needing guidance and advice by Dutch experts. The
symposium agreed with the modest proposals of the report
for a gradual extension of academic positions in Indonesian
Studies in the Netherlands rather than with possible reduc-
tions, the threat of which was the cause of the report as
well as of the symposium.

b) Fourth European Colloquium on Maly and Indonesian
Studies in Leiden, May 30 - June 2, 1983

The idea of a regular meeting of European Indonesianists
was first discussed at a symposium on Indonesian Studies in
Leiden in 1976. Further discussions led to the understand-
ing that, in cooperation with the wvarious centers of In-
donesian Studies in Europe, informal-style meetings should
be arranged for the presentation of papers and for an ex-
change of views, particularly in the fields of Malay and
Indonesian literature and linguistic. The first colloquium
with the aims mentioned above was arranged by Professor
Lombard, Ecole des Hautes Etudes in Paris in 1978, to be
followed by similar colloquia in London (School of African
and Oriental Studies, Dr. R. Jones) in 1979, and in Naples
(Istituto Universitario Orientale, Professor L. Santa Maria)
in 1981.
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Like the previous colloquia the recent meeting in Leiden
dealt almost exclusively with topics from the fields of lan-
guages and literature. More than thirty papers were read
before a plenum of about forty participants, a selection of
the papers will be published by the Koninklijk Instituut
voor Taal-, Land- en Volkenkunde in due time. Despite
the ambitious name of the colloquium only few people from
disciplines other than languages and literature had been
invited which caused some inquiries as to the nature and
purpose of this "exclusiveness". Drs. C.D. Grijns, one of
the organizers of the colloquium, pointed to the tradition of
the meetings and to the intention to keep them small, to
assure that the papers can be properly discussed. But he
admitted that the growing number of Indonesianists made it
increasingly difficult to prevent the informal-style meetings
from developing into a congress splitting up into sections.
Nevertheless the fifth colloquium is scheduled to take place
in the present form in Portugal in 1985. During the dis-
cussions about possible steps towards a better cooperation
between the participants of the colloquium and other Euro-
pean Indonesianists Professor Teeuw, University of Leiden,
suggested a "Summer School of Indonesian Studies" in
Europe as an additional forum for interdisciplinary scholarly
discussion. Professor Nothofer, University of Frankfurt,
was asked to inquire into the possibilities of funding such a
Summer School of Indonesian Studies and to eventually pre-
pare a first meeting in the near future in Germany.
