As may be seen from Chart K above, the total of 333 mem­

bers of the 11th Central Committee (201 full and 132 alter­

nate members) includes no less than 36 "newcomers". In

this context the term is used for cadres whose names had 

not been listed as yet in the card-index on Chinese leader­

ship kept by the Institute of Asian Affairs which contains 

about 80,000 names. Of the 36 newcomers, then, five (or 

2.5%) have been elected full members, 31 (or 23.5%), alter­

nate members.

The proportion of newcomers in the Central Committee 

seems surprisingly high, especially in the case of the alter­

nate members of whom nearly one quarter had not been in 

the card-index before. This enhances our impression that 

the ranks of the Central Committee have been opened to 

unknown cadres rather than to those rehabilitated after hav­

ing been purged during the Cultural Revolution. We do not 

yet know from which circles the newly elected cadres were 

chosen. It appears very likely, however, that the majority 

are relatively young people from the provinces. They have 

obviously been chosen to replace the purged "children of 

Chiang Ch'ing's" and to demonstrate to the public the new 

leadership's intention to attach more importance to the 

well-being of the younger generation than to that of the old 

rehabilitated cadres. This seems a gesture aiming at an ap­

peasement of the young generation whose confusion vis-'a-vis 

the fall of Chiang Ch'ing and the others whom they had 

been asked to worship for years, must have been consider­

able.

*****

Women in the 11th Central Committee

Though the demand for equal rights for women has been 

given as wide publicity in China as elsewhere, this equality 

is by no means reflected in the Country's leadership. The 

Politburo of the 11th Central Committee has but one female 

member (Ch'en Mu-hua), while the two preceding central 

committees included at least two each (the 9th: Chiang 

Ch'ing and Yeh Ch'iin, the 10th: Chiang Ch'ing and Wu Kuei- 

hsin). In the earlier Politburos women had been absent.

As in the Politburo, the number of female members in the 

11th Central Committee has also fallen, as may be seen in 

the following little list:

as eight are either vice-chairmen, or members, of the Stand­

ing Committee of the Fourth National People's Congress. 

They are K'ang K'e-ch'ing, Lin Li-yiin, Lii Yil-lan, Pa'sang, 

Pao’jihlot'ai, Teng Ying-ch'ao, Ts'ai Chang and Ts'ao Yi-ou. 

Four of them are also provincial cadres, while the others are 

the widows of prominent central cadres, viz. K'ang K'e-ch'ing 

(Chu Te's widow), Teng Ying-ch'ao (Chou En-lai's widow), 

Ts'ai Ch'ang (Li Fu-ch'un's widow) and Ts'ao Yi-ou (K'ang 

Sheng's widow! The husbands of all these had been Politburo 

members. Two of the female Central Committee members 

are ministers : Ch'en Mu-hua (economic relations with foreign 

countries) and Ch'ien Cheng-ying (water conservancy and 

power). Wu Kuei-hsien is vice-premier.

The 23 female alternate members come from the following 

backgrounds: one is a vice-minister (Ku Hsiu-lien, Planning 

Commission), one a member of the NPC Standing Commit­

tee (T'ang K'e-pi), twelve are provincial cadres, and eight 

are newcomers.
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Members of the 11th Central Committee Whose Chief Responsability Is in the PLA

In order to arrive at the appropriate assessment of the mili­

tary element in Chinese leadership, it is imperative to con­

sider certain essential criteria. As in other Communist coun­

tries, it is common practice in China to give a number - some­

times even a great number - of posts to one person. The hi­

storical development of the Chinese Communist Party has 

led to the establishment of many interconnections between 

the Party and the Army. Though the great military reshuffle 

at the turn of the years 1973/4 caused much of this entwine- 

ment to be dissolved, there is still a considerable amount of 

concentration of posts rendering it difficult for the China 

watcher to see through the system. Therefore, if we want to 

find out which role the military element plays in the Central 

Committee, we can reasonably only count the cadres whose 

chief occupation is in the military field, though they do have 

other posts as well.

Let us consider, by way of example, a cadre who, though 

he does have military appointments as well, is NOT a "mili­

tary cadre" in our sense of the word: Wang En-mou, the 

first Party secretary and chairman of the Revolutionary 

Committee in Kirin province, is chiefly a provincial cadre. 

This does not prevent him from being also (as a side-line, if 

we may say so) a deputy commander of the Shenyang Mili­

tary Region and first political commissar of the Kirin Mili­

tary District. It is obvious that in those "side-lines" Wang 

cannot exercise more than certain control functions, because 

his chief occupations in the province take up most of his 

time.

This limitation, which I consider reasonable, has guided me 

in my analysis of the military cadres in the 11th Central 

Committee, as listed in Chart L below.

Of the central military leadership 26 persons are either full 

or alternate members of the Central Committee. In view of 

what has been said above, it would be illogical to include 

Teng Hsiao-p'ing, chief of the General Staff of the PLA, in 

this number, because Teng's chief occupation is in the Party 

and Government. The seven deputy chiefs of the General 

Staff, however, are "military cadres" in our sense of the 

word; five of them, Chang Ts'ai-ch'ien, Li Ta, P'eng Shao- 

hui, Wu Hsiu-ch'iian, and Yang Ch'eng-wu, are full members 

of the Central Committee while two, Hsiang Chung-hua and 

Wang Shang-jung, are alternate members. Facts that deserve 

our attention are (1) that the post of the director of the 

PLA General Political Department, which had been occu­

pied by Chang Ch'un-ch'iao before he was purged, is still 

vacant and (2) that Chang Tsung-hsiin, a deserving military 

leader who had been an alternate member of the Central 

Committee as early as 1945, under the 7th Party Congress, 

has obviously also been eliminated from his post as director 

of the PLA Logistics Department. His name last appeared in 

official announcements in February 1977 and he was not 

reelected to the Central Committee. Therefore, only some 

vice-director of the PLA departments are members of the
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11th Central Committee: Ho Ch'eng (Logistics Department) 

and Liang Pi-yeh (General Political Department) are full 

members, while Chang Chen, Chang Ling-pin, Hsu Li-ch'ing 

(all of the Logistics Department) are alternate members. Ts'ao 

Szu-ming, deputy political commissar of the Logistics De­

partment, is also an alternate member. The PLA services are 

represented in the CCP Central Committee as follows: Chang 

T'ing-fa, commander of the PLA Air Force, and Hsiao Ching- 

kuang, commander of the PLA Navy, are both full members; 

Huang Hsin-t'ing, commander of the Armoured Corps, is an 

alternate member. K'ung Chao-nien (deputy commander of 

the PLA Navy) and Ts'ao Li-huai (deputy commander of the 

PLA Air Force) are full members; Cheng Chi-hui (deputy 

commander of the Air Force), Ho Chin-nien (deputy com­

mander, Armoured Corps), and Liu Tao-sheng (deputy com­

mander of the Navy) are alternate members. Tu Yi-te, deputy 

political commissar of the Navy, is a full member, and Kao 

Hou-liang, the deputy political commissar of the Air Force, 

is an alternate member. Then there are Hsiao K'e, comman­

dant of the PLA Military and Political Academy, and Sung 

Shih-lun, commandant of the PLA Military Science Academy, 

who are both full members of the Central Committee.and 

should also be counted as central military leaders. It may ge­

nerally be said that the 23 central military leaders, who are 

either full or alternate members of the Central Committee, 

are the ones occupying the most important positions in the 

PLA. The vacancies in the directorates of the PLA General 

Political Department and the PLA Logistics Department 

must be expected to be filled by Central Committee mem­

bers shortly.

In addition to the 23 central military leaders, the Central 

Committee also includes 43 regional military leaders. Most 

of the commanders of the eleven Military Regions are full 

members of the Central Committee (three of them even Po­

litburo members): Ch'en Hsi-lien (Peking), Han Hsien-ch'u 

(Lanchou), Hsu Shih-yu (Canton), Li Te-sheng (Shenyang), 

Liu Chen (Sinkiang), Liu Hsing-yiian (Chengtu), Nieh Feng- 

chih (Nanking), Tseng Szu-yij (Tsinan), Wang Pi-ch'eng (Kun­

ming), Yang Te-chih (Wuhan); the position of the comman­

der of the Fuchou Military Region has been vacant since P'i 

Ting-chun's death on July 7,1976. Three of the deputy 

commanders of Military Regions are also full Central Com­

mittee members : Chang Chih-hsiu (Kunming), Chiang Yung- 

hui (Shenyang) and Li Shui-ch'ing (Nanking). Wang Errmou 

and Yu T'ai-chung are not counted here, because they are 

chiefly provincial cadres. Eight of the deputy commanders 

of Military Regions are alternate members of the Central 

Committee: Cheng San-cheng (Sinkiang), Chang Hsieh-yiian 

(Canton), Chu Shao-ch'ing (Fuchou), Hsieh Cheng-jung 

(Chengtu), Huang Jung-hai (Canton), K'ang Lin (Peking), Li 

Hua-min (Wuhan) and Li Yuan (Lanchou). From the circle 

of the political commissars, 14 are Central Committee mem­

bers. These include the first political commissars Hsiao Hua, 

Lanchou, a full member, and Wang Liu-sheng (Wuhan), an 

alternate member; the second political commissar Ch'in Chi- 

wei, Peking, a full member; the fjolitical commissars K'ung 

Shih-ch'iian (Canton), Li Chih-min (Fuchou), Liao Han-sheng, 

(Nanking), Wang P'ing (Wuhan), all full members; Ch'en Hsien- 

jui (Peking), Hsiao Wang-tung (Tsinan), Liu Chih-chien 

(Kunming) and Tu P'ing (Nanking), all alternate members; 

the deputy political commissars Chang Yu-hua (Wuhan) and 

Jen Szu-chung (Tsinan), both full members.

In the Military Districts five commanders are in the Central 

Committee: Chou Ch'un-lin (Shanghai) and Ma Hui (Hopei) 

as full members, Wang Fu-chih (Shansi), Wu Chung (Peking) 

and Yang Ta-yi (Liaoning) as alternate members.

There are four other Central Committee members who must 

be counted as military leaders, viz. Lo Jui-ch’ing, (ex chief 

of the General Staff under Lin Piao until the Cultural Revo­

lution), a full member, and T'ang Liang, Teng Hua and Wu 

K'e-hua, alternate members, who are still ''in waiting". They 

are likely to get new military appointments.

Summing up the above, it will be seen that 19% of the full 

and 23% of the alternate members of the Central Committee 

are military leaders in our sense of the word.

The Government Cadres of the 11th Central Committee

Premier and Vice-Premiers

The fact that only one of the ten vice -remiers - Chang Ch'un- 

ch'iao, one of the Four - was eliminated after the fall of the 

Group of Four, shows how little the top leadership of the 

government has been affected by that event. The Central Com­

mittee membership of the other nine vice-premiers was con:

Wu Kuei-hsien (f) lost her Politburo membership but remain­

ed a full member of the Central Committee. In her stead Yii 

Ch'iu-li, who had been a Central Committee member, was 

elevated to Politburo membership.

The Ministersand Vice-Ministers

The rise in prestige which the ministerial apparatus experienc­

ed after the fall of the Group of Four who had given the govern­

ment very little consideration, may be seen from the mere 

juxtaposition of the figures: The 10th Party Congress in 

August 1973, which had been largely controlled by the Group 

of Four, regarded only five ministers as worthy of becoming 

Central Committee members. They were the ministers for 

foreign affairs, for the light industry, for public security, for 

machine-building I, and for public health. The number of 

vice-ministers then elected to the Central Committee totalled 

seven. The 11th Party Congress, on the other hand, elected 

18 (out of 29) ministers as against 5 in the 10th and 10 

vice-ministers, as against 7 in the 10th, to its Central Com­

mittee.
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This means that the importance attached to the government 

has risen again to about the level reached before the Cultural 

Revolution. When the 10th Party Congress in August 1973 

gave the government so low a priority, both Mao Tse-tung 

and Chou En-lai were still in full possession of their mental 

faculties and in fluence. The fact that Chou had to put up 

with a diminution of power in his own sphere suggests that 

Mao's attitude toward him was by no means positive. He con­

sidered Chou's faction inferior to that of the Cultural Revo­

lution cadres whom his wife Chiang Ch'ing was launching 

into powerful positions, because their ideas came closer to 

Mao's own ideas. In retrospection it may be said that there 

was a tragical rupture between Mao and Chou at the time: 

Mao held his most faithful and - as far as China's own cause 

was concerned - most active fighter in lower esteem than 

the opposing faction of young cadres.

Which of the ministries are being considered the most im­

portant ones may be concluded, on the one hand, from the 

Party rank given to the ministers in charge and, on the other, 

from the number of Central Committee cadres in one mi­

nistry (see Chart M). Hence it follows that the most promi­

nent ministries are the ones headed by Politburo members, 

i.e. the Ministry of Economic Relations with Foreign Coun­

tries, the Ministry of National Defence, and the Planning 

Commission, as well as, probably, the Ministry of Public Se­

curity (whose head - Hua Kuo-feng - had been appointed 

minister in January 1975 but has not been officially referred 

to in that position since). Among the ministries in which 

several cadres are Central Committee members, are the Plan­

ning Commission where the minister and three vice-ministers 

are in the Central Committee; the Ministry of National De­

fence where the minister and two vice-ministers are in the 

Central Committee, as well as the Foreign Ministry and the 

Foreign Trade Ministry where the minister and one vice-mi­

nister each are in the Central Committee. This permits us 

clearly to recognize the political priorities.

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The Provincial Cadres of the 11th Central Committee

Party and Revolutionary Committee Cadres

As it is the principal task of the Central Committee to imple­

ment and control the political lines conceived by the Poli­

tical Bureau, the provincial sector has always been of promi­

nent importance for membership, both full and alternate, to 

the Central Committee. Nothing has changed in this concept 

under the 11th Central Committee as may be seen in Chart 

N. In that chart we have specified the posts, and not the 

names of the cadres. As a matter of fact, the 207 posts indi­

cated are occupied by no more than 122 persons, including 

88 full and 34 alternate members.

The most remarkable fact disclosed by the chart is that all 

first Party secretaries in the provinces, most of whom are 

at the same time, chairmen of the provincial recolutionary 

committees, are full members of the 11th Central Committee, 

the only exception being Tibet where the first Party secre­

tary is acting chairman of the revolutionary committee. This 

reveals a systematizing element of ideal-typical character, 

as it had already been used with the commanders of the Mi­

litary Regions. It is the 11th Party Congress - the first one 

in more than 30 years to be no longer directly influenced 

by Mao Tse-tung - that has achieved a goal never yet reached 

throughout the People's Republic's existence, namely to dis­

tribute the seats in the Central Committee according to sy­

stematic hierarchical points of view. A great variety of con­

clusions can be drawn from this. The first impression com­

ing to our mind is that Mao obviously did not like an unam­

biguous situation of this kind, because - as the born revolu­

tionary he was - he preferred ambivalent power structures, 

because they can be more easily manipulated. His successors, 

untrained as yet in the use of power, have not got Mao's 

Macchiavellian skill and therefore tend to prefer simplicity 

in the building up of power structures. Another point of 

interest is that the election of 29 provincial Party secretaries 

and of ten commanders of the Military Regions to Central 

Committee membership again lables the election process as 

a mere farce. The persons to be elected had been predeter­

mined. In this there is no difference between Mao and his 

successors who also exert a massive influence on the Party 

Congress. Nothing has changed in the fact that the Party 

presidium can be manipulated.

As far as the Party and revolutionary committee cadres of 

the provinces are concerned, it should also be noted that 

seven of the second Party secretaries are full members and 

one, an alternate member, of the Central Committee and 

that one third secretary is also a full member. The secretaries 

of the CCP in the provinces form the bulk of Central Com­

mittee cadres, 40 of them being full and 14 alternate mem­

bers. The number of provinces that have deputy secretaries 

is small and accordingly, only one full and three alternate 

members of the Central Committee come from this group.

Six full and eleven alternate members are members of the 

Standing Committees of provincial Party committees.

The majority of the provincial Party cadres have, at the 

same time, positions of similar rank in the revolutionary 

committees.

The column headed "Total" in Chart N shows that the 

Central Committee membership is now distributed over 

the provinces in a fairly even manner. The preference of 

certain provinces, as e.g. that of Hupei province, Lin Piao's 

native province in 1969, which used to mark the power 

policy in earlier Central Committees, can no longer be 

detected. This is another evidence of prudent control.

Mass Organization Cadres

One of the most astonishing measures taken by the 10th 

Party Congress in 1973 was the introduction of a strong 

faction of cadres from the provincial branches of the mass 

organizations, i.e. the trade unions, the Communist Youth 

League, the Women's Federation, the Peasants' Association. 

No less than 35 (=18 %) of the then 195 full members of 

the Central Committee and 33 (= 27 %) of the 124 alter­

nate members formed part of that group which, according­

ly, represented 21 % of all Central Committee cadres (see 

Chart 0).

As this group comprised the cadre, especially encouraged 

by Chiang Ch'ing and chosen to relieve the Old Guard when 

the time had come, it is a question of considerable interest 

which of the members of this group have survived after the 

fall of the Four and which of them retained Central Com­

mittee membership. The mass organization cadres in the 

10th Central Committee, totalling 68, came from the fol­

lowing organizations: Trade Unions - 17 chairmen, 22 vice- 

chairmen; Communist Youth League - 9 secretaries; Women's 

Federation - 7 chairmen, 6 vice-chairmen; Peasants' Asso­

ciation - 3 chairmen, 4 vice-chairmen. Comparing this with 

the situation in the 11th Central Committee, we note that 

28 (of 68) cadres have been reelected to the Central Com­

mittee under the 11th Party Congress and one of the alter­

nate members (Liu Ch'un-ch'iao) was even elevated from 

alternate to full membership. However, not all of the 40 

cadres not reelected to the Central Committee can be re­

garded as having fallen into disgrace. This is particularly 

true of the 13 cadres who have continued to appear in 

public in or after May 1977. The number of those who 

have retained their positions in the mass organizations 

amounts to no less than 41 (28 reelected to the Central 

Committee and 13 seen in public since i lay 1977). This 

accounts for 60 %, though only 41 % ( = 28) have retained 

their Central Committee membership.

Another point of interest which are the cadres of the pro­

vincial mass organizations who have been newly elected to 

the 11th Central Committee. There are eight of them, three 

being granted full and five, alternate membership, as may be 

seen from the following list:

Accordingly, the 11th Central Committee has 17 full and 

19 alternate members who have been elected in their capacity 

of provincial mass organization cadres (the corresponding 

figures in the 10th Central Committee being 35 full and 33 

alternate members). Comparing the percentages, it is noted 

that in the 10th Central Committee, the proportion of mass 

organization cadres amounted to 21 %, in the 11th to 11%.

The reduction in the number of provincial mass organization 

cadres in the 11th Central Committee to half of the number 

elected to the 10th Central Committee clearly shows the po­

litical line of the new leaders. Just as the Chiang Ch'ing 

faction had made use of the 10th Party Congress in 1973 to 

reduce the unduly high number of military cadres in the

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Central Committee, whose election had been encouraged 

by Lin Piao at the 9th Party Congress in 1969, and to re­

place them by cadres from the young generation, the undue 

emphasis on the Young Guard has now been abandoned in 

favour of old deserving cadres. Chiang Ch'ing's bold attempts 

to launch, for the first time in its history, young cadres into 

the Central Committee with the intention of challenging the 

old ones, has failed. The proportion of 11% of mass organiz­

ation cadres in the new Central Committee corresponds to 

their normal political importance.

The Body of the Provincial Cadres as a Whole

As has already been set forth under the heading of "Party 

and Revolutionary Committee Cadres", the fact that two 

or more posts are liable to be occupied by a single person 

renders it difficult to classify the positions under specific 

points of view. In fact, the 36 mass organization cadres 

have posts not only in these organizations but also in the 

Party and/or Revolutionary Committees at the same time, 

so that, if we want to know the total of provincial cadres, 

it seems unjustified to include them in our count. No more 

than five members and eleven alternate members of the 

Central Committee are organization cadres only and have, 

accordingly, not been counted with the Party or Revolu­

tionary Committee cadres and they are therefore the only 

ones to be added to the 88 full and 34 alternate members 

I have already analyzed. The total of provincial cadres in 

the 11th Central Committee, then, is 93 (= 47%) of the full 

members and 45 (=34%) of the alternate members plus the 

36 newcomers (see Chart K) most of whom come from the 

provinces. Bearing this in mind, almost precisely half of 

the number of Central Committee members, full and alter­

nate, are provincial cadres.

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The Newly Elected Alternate Members of the 11th Central Committee

Chart P shows a specification of the 75 newly elected alternate 

members of the 11th Central Committee. This accounts for 

57 % of the total of alternate members (132). As in the case 

of the full members, approximately half of the number of al­

ternate members has been replaced by new ones. Among the 

75 newly elected alternate members are 31 newcomers (in 

this connection cf. Chart K), of whom we do not know much 

except - in the case of 18 of them - the provinces they work 

in. Most of the 44 other alternate members are provincial 

cadres, their number amounting to 18, a second provincial 

Party secretary (Chao Wei-ch'eng) being the cadre with the 

highest rank. Then there are six Party secretaries (Ch'en Tso-lin, 

lin, Chu Shao-ch'ing, Hsieh Cheng-jung, Liu Ming-hui, Ragde, 

and Wang Fu-chih), one deputy Party secretary (Tai Su-li) 

and three members of Standing Committees of Provincial 

Party Committees (Kuo Feng-lien, Rigdzin Wanggyal, and 

Wang Chin-shan). Six of them are, at the same time, vice- 

chairmen of revolutionary committees. As in the case of the 

full members, the proportion of provincial mass organization 

cadres among the alternate members of the Central Commit­

tee is comparatively small. Among them we find one Trade 

Union chairman (Liu Ming-hui, who has already been men­

tioned as Party secretary), two vice-chairmen of Trade Unions 

(Chao Hsiieh-ch'uan and Chou Ah-ch'ing), one chairman and 

one vice-chairman of Peasant Association branches (Ragde 

and Chang Chih-ti), as well as a vice-chairman of a provincial 

branch of the Women's Federation (Ting Ch'ang-hua).

While, with the newly elected full members of the Central 

Committee, the number of military cadres, whose chief re­

sponsibility is in the military field, amounts to only 6 %, 

this proportion is 11% in the case of the newly elected alter­

nate members. Even so, the military element seems to be 

poorly represented in the 11th Central Committee. Three com­

manders of PLA services have been newly elected alternate 

members: Huang Hsin-t'ing of the Armoured Corps, T'an Shan- 

ho of the Engineering Corps (? ) and Wu K'e-hua of the Rail­

way Corps. Newly elected vice-commanders or PLA services 

are Liu Tao-sheng (Navy) and Ho Chin-nien (Armoured 

Corps)-CentraI military leaders newly elected to the Central 

Committee as alternate members are Wang Shang-jung (de­

puty chief of the General Staff), Chang Chen (vice-director, 

PLA Logistics Department), Hsu Li-ch'ing (vice-director, 

PLA General Political Department), Kao Hou-liang (deputy 

political commissar, PLA Air Force) and Ts'ao Szu-ming 

(deputy political commissar, PLA Logistics Department). In 

the Military Regions two deputy commanders were elected 

alternate members, viz. Chu Shao-ch'ing (Fuchou) and Hsien 

Cheng-jung (Chengtu). Two others come from the circle of 

political commissars, namely Hsiao Wang-tung (Tsinan) and 

Liu Chih-chien (Kunming). The only cadre from a Military 

District to have been newly elected to the Central Committee 

as an alternate member is Wang Fu-chih, commander of the 

Shansi Military District.

Governmental cadres newly elected to the 11th Central 

Committee as alternate members include three ministers: 

Chung Fu-hsiang (Ministry of Posts and Telecommunications), 

Hsiao Han (Ministry of the Coal Industry) and Li Ch'eng- 

fang (Fifth Ministry of Machine-Building), as well as two 

vice-ministers: Chou Tzu-chien (First Ministry of Machine- 

Building) and Ku Hsiu-lien (Planning Commission).

Another fact that deserves our attention is that only two 

of the 75 newly elected alternate members had been mem­

bers of an earlier Central Committee (the 8th). These are 

Li Chien-chen and Wang Shang-jung.

*****

Summary

No other Party Congress of the Communist Party of China 

has led to such a landslide in the Party's cadre structure as 

the 11th. Some figures bear evidence to this. Of the 195 

full members of the 10th Central Committee, 85 are no lon­

ger full members of the 11th; of the 124 alternate members 

of the 10th Central Committee, 71 have not been reelected 

as alternate members by the 11th Party Congress.

However, these figures - impressive though they may seem - 

are not really dramatic. The new crew of the Central Com­

mittee totalling 333 members (full and alternate) represents 

a compromise by which the leadership tried to achieve its 

chief aim of cutting out the cancer of the Group of Four, 

without exciting the resentment of the young generation 

which had been wooed by the Four.

The new PoliticaI B ureau is a demonstration of unanmity 

- the result of strenuous endeavours to prove that the ranks 

are closed again. All those who had survived the purge of the 

Group of Four have remained in the Politburo, though some 

of its members would never have got into it without the help 

of the Group of Four. Only Wu Kuei-hsien, the sole famsls 

Politburo member in the 10th Central Committee, was left 

out of the Politburo this time and reduced to mere Central 

Committee membership.Her place in the Politburo was taken 

by Ch'en Mu-hua, now the only woman in the Politburo who- 

as minister for economic relations with foreign countries - 

is one of the most important government cadres. Apart from 

her, the Politburo continues to be an "Old Gentlemen's Club", 

the average age of its members being 66. Only three are
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younger than Hua Kuo-feng who is 56 years old. A*tsr 

the recent reelection of two marshals - Hsii Hsiang-ch'len and 

Nieh Jung-rchen - who had already been in the Politburo of 

the 8th Central Committee, the Politburo now includes all 

of the four PLA marshals still alive (out of an original num­

ber of ten).

The 1 1 th Central Com m ittee has 201 full and 132 

alternate members.

Of the 201 full members, 92 (i.e. nearly half of them) had 

not been members of the 10th Central Committee. 19 of 

those 92 had been alternate members of the 10th Central 

Committee and were raised to full membership; 5 are new­

comers, 49 are provincial cadres; 12 are cadres whose chief 

responsibility is in the PLA, and 9 are government cadres. 

No more than 110 of the 201 full members of the 11th 

Central Committee had been full members in the 10th.

Of the 132 alternate members of the 11th Central Committee 

75 (i.e. more than half of them) had not been alternate mem­

bers of the 10th Central Committee. Among the new alter­

nate members, there are 5 persons who had been full mem­

bers of the 10th Central Committee and have been degraded, 

and 31 newcomers. The majority of the 132 alternate mem­

bers of the 11th Central Committee are provincial cadres.

17 full and 2 alternate members of the 11th Central Com­

mittee had already been in the 8th Central Committee and 

had fallen into disgrace during the Cultural Revolution. As 

against those 19 rehabilitated cadres, there are 36 new­

comers.

Comparing the 10th and 11th Central Committees, the pro­

portion of women in the Central Committee has slightly 

decreased (from 10% to 7%) in the case of the full members 

and remained constant in the case of the alternate members. 

The "faction of the widows" - those of Chu Te, Chou En-lai, 

Li Fu-ch'un and K'ang Sheng - is an important element 

among the female members.

In the government, the prime minister and nine vice­

premiers are full members of the 11th Central Committee. 

Only two in this group have been purged: Chang Ch'un-ch'iao, 

one of the Group of Four, and Sun Chien, an alternate mem­

ber of the Central Committee. Of the total of 29 ministers, 

19 are in the 11th Central Committee - 15 as full members 

and four as alternate members (as opposed to only five mi­

nisters in the 10th Central Committee). This shows that the 

prestige of the government has risen to a level it had not 

reached before.

19% of the full and 23% of the alternate members - totalling 

69 - form part of the group whose chief responsability is in 

the military field. 26 of them are in the central military 

leadership, 43 in that of the Military Regions and Districts. 

All commanders of the Military Regions are full members of 

the Central Committee (the post of the commander of the 

Fuchou Military Region is still vacant).

As in the preceding Central Committees, the majority, i.e. 

about 50 %, of the members of the 11th Central Committee 

are provincial cadres. All first secretaries of the pro­

vincial Party committees, who are at the same time chairmen 

of the provincial revolutionary committees, are full members 

of the 11th Central Committee. The proportion of cadres 

from the provincial mass organizations fell from 21% in the 

10th Central Committee to 11% in the 11th.

The new crew of the 11th Central Committee is characterized 

by a stability new in the history of the Communist Party of 

China. Never before have there been systematic arrangements 

such as the principle to confer Central Committee member­

ship on all commanders of Military Regions and all first se­

cretaries of the provincial Party committees. This manoeuvre 

shows the marks of a united body of leaders born out of a 

compromise: The dire necessity to present a trustworthy 

leadership to the 800 million Chinese orphaned after Mao 

Tse-tung's death forced the leaders to come to terms. From 

the outset the compromise has contained imponderable ele­

ments which enhance the likelihood that the power struggle 

inside the leadership will go on.

For the time being, however, we have to face the fascinating 

fact that a mere handful of leading cadres (Hua, Yeh, Teng, 

Li, Wang) are the absolute rulers of the Party and, hence, of 

the people of China.

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The 201 Members of the 11th Central Committee of the CCP

An P’ing-sheng

The beginnings of An's career were in the Kuangsi Autono­

mous Region where he was identified as CCP secretary and 

vice-governor from 1961 onward. He is one of the few pro­

vincial cadres that were not critized in the Cultural Revolu­

tion. As early as 1968 he became vice-chairman of the Revo­

lutionary Committee of the Kuangsi Autonomous Region 

and in February 1971 he was elected deputy secretary of the 

CCP Committee of that region. Having been CCP secretary 

in Kuangsi since 1973, An was made first CCP secretary and 

chairman of the Revolutionary Committee of Kuangsi in the 

latter part of 1975. In early 1977 he was transferred to 

Yunnan where he has since been first CCP secretary, chair­

man of the revolutionary committee, first political commis­

sar of the Yunnan Military District and first political com­

missar of the Kunming Military Region.

Chang Ai-p’ing

Chang had been an alternate member of the 8th Central Com­

mittee. In the People's Liberation Army he had risen to the 

rank of major-general, having started his career in the New 

Fourth Army and the Second Field Army. Between 1954 

and the Cultural Revolution he had been deputy chief of 

staff of the PLA and a member of the National Defence Coun­

cil. His first reappearance after the Cultural Revolution was 

in October 1973. Since December 1975 Chang has been 

chairman of the Science and Technology Commission for 

National Defence.

Chang Chih-hsiu

Chang has come from the People's Liberation Army where 

he was identified as major-general in 1957. As a deputy com­

mander of the Tsinan Military Region, he was also made CCP 

secretary and vice-chairman of the Revolutionary Committee 

in Shantung province. In 1975, Chang was transferred to 

Yunnan, where he has since been deputy commander of the 

Kunming Military Region. In 1977 he was also made CCP 

secretary and vice-chairman of the Yunnan Revolutionary 

Committee.

Chang Ching-fu

Chang had been an alternate member of the 8th Central 

Committee of the CCP. Before the Cultural Revolution, he

was also Party secretary of the Chinese Academy of Sciences 

vice-chairman of the Commission for Science and Techno­

logy. Having been reactivated in 1974, Chang was appointed 

minister of finance in January 1975.

Chang Fu-heng ^5

When elected member of the Central Committee by the 

9th Party Congress, Chang was an unknown worker in Tientsin. 

In 1972 he was a member of a workers' delegation visiting 

Romania in 1972. At the same time he was identified as a 

deputy chairman of the Revolutionary Committee and a 

member of the Standing Committee of the CCP Committee 

in Tientsin. In June 1973 Chang was elected chairman of 

the Trade Unions in Tientsin.

Chang Fu-kuei

In 1964 Chang, then an agricultural 

model worker of the Tungfanghung 

brigade of the Kaotsun people's 

commune, joined the National 

People's Cong-essas a deputy of 

Shantung province. When a revolu­

tionary committee for that province 

was founded, he became a member 

of its Standing Committee. In 1969 

he was elected member of the Cen­

tral Committee of the Communist Party of China by the 9th 

Party Congress. Since 1975 he has been chairman of the 

Shantung Provincial Peasants' Association and since October 

1976, vice-chairman of the Shantung Revolutionary Committee.

Chang Li-hsien

In 1970 Chang was identified as political commissar of the 

Hunan Military District and vice-chairman of the Hunan 

Revolutionary Committee. In 1973 he was also appointed 

CCP secretary of Hunan province.

Chang P’ing-hua c$. Jf-

Chang is one of twenty cadres in the 11th Central Com­

mittee to have been a member of the 8th Central Commit­

tee but not of the 9th, though again of the 10th. After the 

foundation of the People's Republic of China, he had, by 

1954, risen to the position of first CCP secretary in Wuhan
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City whence he was transferred to Hunan in 1956. From 

1959 until the Cultural Revolution he was first Party ssore- 

tary of that province. After the Cultural Revolution Chang 

first reappeared when he was elected CCP secretary of Shan­

si province in April 1971. One year later he was also identi­

fied as vice-chairman of the Shansi Revolutionary Committee. 

In May 1973 Chang suddenly emerged as a CCP secretary of 

Hunan province, and was promoted to the position of second 

CCP secretary three months later. At the end of 1973 he was 

identified as political commissar of the Hunan Military Dis­

trict, first vice-chairman of the Hunan Revolutionary Com­

mittee and chairman of the Hunan Peasants' Association. In 

April 1976 Chang was officially mentioned as political com­

missar of the Canton Military Region,- an appointment he 

had probably had for some time already.

Chang Ting-ch’eng JE

Prior to the Cultural Revolution, 

Chang had been attorney-general of 

the PR China (since 1959). At the 

age of 80, he is now one of the few 

Central Committee members who 

had already been a member under the 

7th Party Congress in 1945. His ap­

pearance in public since 1969 has 

been sporadic. In January 1975 

Chang was elected vice-chairman of

the National People's Congress.

Chang T’ing-fa

Chang who had joined the Red Army in 1928 had risen to 

the rank of major-general by 1956 when he was made chief 

of staff of the PLA Air Force. In 1958 he was appointed de­

puty commander of the Air Force. Chang was purged during 

the Cultural Revolution and reactivated in 1973. In October 

1976 he was referred to as political commissar of the Air 

Force and in April 1977, appointed commander"of the Air 

Force. The 11th Party Congress elected him member of the 

Political Bureau though he had not even been a Central Com­

mittee member before.

Chang Ts’ai-chien

Chang has been on active military service since Revolution. 

In 1958, when a lieutenant-general, he was made deputy 

commander of the Nanking Military Region and in June 

1971 he was called to the centre as a deputy chief of the 

general staff.

Chang Yii-hua

In 1967 Chang was political commissar of the Wuhan Mili­

tary Region. In 1971 he was elected CCP secretary of Hupei 

province.

Chao Chih-chien jfo JjL

In 1973 Chao was elected vice-chairman of the Kiangsi 

Trade Unions. In May 1977 he was mentioned as deputy 

leader of a friendship delegation to Romania.

Chao Hsin-ch’u

The 10th Party Congress had elected Chao alternate mem­

ber of the Central Committee. He had grown up in Hupei 

province where he was CCP secretary since 1957. In April 

1965 he was appointed vice-minister of culture. Being a 

cadre in the cultural field, Chao was one of the first victims 

of the Cultural Revolution. After his reactivation he was 

identified, in 1973, as CCP secretary and vice-chairman of 

the Revolutionary Committee in Hupei province. In May 

1975 he became first Party secretary, chairman of the re­

volutionary committee and first political commissar of the 

Hupei Military District. In April 1976 he was also made po­

litical commissar of the Wuhan Military Region.

Qiao Ts’ang-pi

Curing the fifties and early sixties, Chao had already been 

CCP secretary and vice-governor of Szechuan province but 

he was purged in the Cultural Revolution. At the end of 

1975 he was reactivated, and again identified as CCP secre­

tary of Szechuan province in January 1976. In May 1977 he 

was mentioned, for the first time, as a government cadre.

Chao Tzu-yang Fg

Chao's career started in Kuangtung where he was made 

first CCP secretary in 1965. Publicly denounced, together 

with T'ao Chu, in 1967, he disappeared to be reactivated in 

1971 when he was appointed CCP secretary in the Inner 

Mongolian Autonomous Region. However, in 1972 he was 

ordered back to Kuangtung where he again rose to the 

position of first CCP secretary. In January 1976 Chao was 

transferred to Szechuan province to be appointed first 

CCP secretary, chairman of the Revolutionary Committee 

and first political commissar of the Chengtu Military Re­

gion. The 10th Party Congress elected Chao member of the 

CCP Central Committee. The 11th confirmed his member­

ship and also elected him alternate member of the Politburo.

Ch’en Ch’i-han

Ch'en who had attended the Whampoa Military Academy 

was among the military leaders at the very beginning. For 

his merit during Revolution he was promoted colonel­

general in 1955. Having been elected alternate member of 

the 8th Central Committee in 1956, Ch'en was appointed 

vice-president of the Supreme People's Court in 1957. In 

1965 he was also elected member of the Standing Com­

mittee of the NPC and his membership was confirmed in 

1975. The 9th Party Congress in 1969 elected him member 

of the Central Committee and his membership still conti­

nues.

Ch’en Fu-han W- ffe

Ch'en has become famous as chief 

engine-driver of the "Mao Tse- 

tung " train engine.
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Ch’en Hsi-lien ft K

Ch'en has been in the Army since his youth. At the age of 

24 he was praised as the bravest of the regimental com­

manders. He then served in the combat units under Liu Po- 

ch'eng's command. Between 1952 and 1960 Ch'en was 

commander of the PLA Artillery. In 1956 he was elected 

alternate member of the 8th Central Committee and be­

tween 1960 and 1973 he was commander of the Shenyang 

Military Region which covers the strategically important 

region of Manchuria. In 1969 the 9th Party Congress e- 

lected Ch'en member of the Central Committee and the 

Politburo, thus raising his prestige in the Party. The 10th 

and 11th Party Congresses confirmed his membership 

to both bodies. In January 1974 Ch'en became com­

mander of the Peking Military Region. The Fourth Na­

tional People's Congress, in January 1975, also elected 

him vice-premier. As commander of the Peking Military 

Region Ch'en was playing a key role in the smashing of 

the Group of Four.

Ch’en Kuo-tung

At the final stage of the revolutionary wars, Ch'en was a 

political cadre in the Third Field Army. After having been 

called to the centre from East China in 1952, he was first 

deputy minister of finance and then, in 1953, became 

vice-minister of food. In 1965 he was also elected member 

of the Standing Committee of the Chinese People's Poli­

tical Consultative Conference. Purged in the Cultural Re­

volution, Ch'en was reactivated in 1973. Since 1975 he 

has repeatedly been referred to as a governmental cadre.

Ch’en Mu-hua (f)

Ch'en was first mentioned in 1962 when she was a de­

puty director of the Bureau for Complete Industrial 

Equipments in the Central Office of Economic Relations 

with Foreign Countries. After the Cultural Revolution 

she was promoted vice-minister of the Commission for 

Economic Relations with Foreign Countries. Elected 

member of the Central Committee by the 10th Party 

Congress in 1973, Ch'en was also elected alternate Polit­

buro member by the 11th Party Congress. Since Janu­

ary 1977 she has been minister of the Commission of 

Economic Relations with Foreign Countries.

Ch’en P’i-hsien S-

Ch'en's career began before the Long March. After the 

foundation of the People's Republic, he made his way 

in East China. In 1956 he was appointed second CCP se­

cretary of Shanghai and, in a by-election of 1958, elect­

ed alternate member of the 8th Central Committee. After 

the death of K'e Ch'ing-shih, Ch'en was appointed first 

CCP secretary of Shanghai but publicly denounced in 

May 1967 (this being shown over the Chinese TV net­

work). It was not until February 1977, when he be­

came a CCP secretary in Yunnan, that Ch'en was even­

tually reactivated. In July 1977 he was made second 

CCP secretary and first vice-chairman of the Hupei

Provincial Revolutionary Committee.

Ch’en P’u-ju

Prior to the Cultural Revolution, Ch'en had made his way 

in Kueichou province where he rose to the position of a 

vice-governor and alternate secretary of the CCP. He was 

purged in January 1967 but reactivated in March 1977 

when he became CCP secretary and vice-chairman of the 

Liaoning Provincial Revolutionary Committee.

Ch’en Wei-ta iji /A

Ch'en had been referred to as a cadre in Chekiang province 

as early as 1956, and eventually rose to the position of 

vice-governor there. When Ch'en Po-ta had called him "a 

person in Chekiang who wanted to reverse the verdict on 

the 1967 'adverse February current'”, he was purged (in 

March 1968). In 1973 Ch'en Wei-ta was reactivated and 

is now CCP secretary and vice-chairman of the Chekiang 

Provincial Revolutionary Committee.

Ch’en Yung-kuei

Ch'en is the personification of progress in agriculture, 

standing for Tachai. The 9th Party Congress having elected 

him Central Committee member, he advanced to Politburo 

membership following the 10th Party Congress in 1973. 

Since 1975 Ch'en has also been vice-premier.

Ch’en Yim

Ch'en has come from the Trade 

Union movement. Ever since 1934 

he has been a member of the CCP 

Central Committee. After having 

chiefly been employed in the field 

of economy since 1940, he was given 

important appointments in that field 

after the foundation of the People's 

Republic: minister of heavy industry, 

chairman of the Financial and Eco­

nomic Council in the government's Administrative Council 

(until 1952), member of the Planning Commission (until 

1954), and acting prime-minister during Chou En-lai's ab­

sence during the Bandung conference in 1955. Though the 

8th Party Congress had elected Ch'en member of the Stand­

ing Committee of the Politburo, his star began to sink soon 

afterwards. The only appointment he was known to have 

between 1958 and 1963 was that of a chairman of the In­

vestment Control Commission. In the Cultural Revolution 

Ch'en survived unharmed. He has been member of the 

Standing Committee of the National People's Congress since 

January 1975.

Ch’eng Tzu-hua -4“

As a graduate of the Whampoa Military Academy, Ch eng 

was one of the first-hour revolutionaries. During Revolution 

he served as a political commissar and after the foundation 

of the People's Republic he was called to the centre where he 

was given a number of appointments, such as that of chair-
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man of the Federation of Supply and Marketing Coopera­

tives, minister of trade, vice-chairman of the State Planning 

Commission. He has also been a member of the Central 

Committee of the CCP ever since 1956. Purged during the 

Cultural Revolution, Ch'eng was reactivated in 1975 but 

has not yet been identified in any particular position.

Chi P’eng-fei HI t

During Revolution Chi was chiefly 

active in public health organizations. 

After the foundation of the People's 

Republic he went into the Diplomatic 

Service where he served as an ambas­

sador to the German Democratic Re­

public until 1955. He was then ap­

pointed vice-minister of foreign af­

fairs (until 1970) and became acting 

foreign minister in 1971, - presum­

ably after Ch'en Yi, then foreign minister, had fallen ill. After 

the latter's death on January 6, 1972, Chi was made foreign 

minister. He was elected member of the 10th Party Congress 

in 1973 but had to cede the post of foreign minister to Ch'iao 

Kuan-hua in 1974. In January 1975 the Fourth National 

People's Congress elected Chi secretary-general of the Stand­

ing Committee.

Chi Teng-k’uei J-tL Jr JL

The 9th Party Congress elected Chi, then a relatively un­

known cadre (1959: first CCP secretary of Loyang city; 1968: 

vice-chairman of the Honan Provincial Revolutionary Com­

mittee) not only member of the Central Commission but also 

alternate member of the Politburo. Though formally elected 

CCP secretary of Honan Province in 1971, Chi has exclusive­

ly worked in the centre where he was chiefly concerned with 

attending to foreign delegations. His election to full Politburo 

membership by the 10th Party Congress in 1973 raised his 

political prestige even more. In 1974 he was also appointed 

first political commissar of the Peking Military Region and in 

January 1975, vice-premier.

Chiang Hua

During Revolution, Chiang was leader of guerilla units in 

his native province of Chekiang where he had risen to the 

post of first CCP secretary by 1956. In the same year he was 

also elected alternate member of the CCP Central Committee, 

After having been purged in the Cultural Revolution, Chiang 

was reactivated and elected an alternate member of the 10th 

Central Committee in 1973. Since January 1975 he has been 

president of the Supreme People's Court.

Chiang Li-yin

Chiang, then an unknown cadre, was elected member of the 

Central Committee by the 9th Party Congress in 1969. The 

10th and 11th Party Congresses confirmed his membership. 

He was a worker in the Machine Department of the Fuchou 

Railway Bureau and identified as a member of the Stand­

ing Committee of the CCP committee of Fukien Province 

in July 1973. Since June 1975 Chiang has been secretary 

of that committee and also a member of the Standing Com­

mittee of the National People's Congress. At about the 

same time he was made chairman of the Fukien Trade 

Unions.

Chiang Wei-ch’ing -Z_IL

Chiang, who had been an alternate member of the 8th 

Central Committee, first CCP secretary of Kiangsu province 

and member of the East China Bureau in the Central Com­

mittee of the CCP before the Cultural Revolution was then 

purged. He first reappeared when he was elected alternate 

member of the 10th Central Committee in August 1973. 

Early in 1975 Chiang was made first CCP secretary and 

chairman of the Kiangsi Revolutionary Committee and in 

September 1976, first political commissar of the Kiangsi 

Military District.

Chiang Yung-hui

Chiang was one of Lin Piao's "crew". In 1958 he was iden­

tified as major-general in the Shenyang Military Region; 

the 9th Party Congress in 1969 elected him a member of 

the Central Committee - his membership being again con­

firmed by the 11th Party Congress. Since 1968 he has been 

vice-commander of the Shenyang Military Region under 

Li Te-sheng, member of the Politburo.

Ch’iao Hsiao-kuang tq

Ch'iao used to be a provincial cadre but was appointed 

Chinese ambassador to Korea in 1956 (until 1961). Hethen 

made a Party career, rising to the post of second CCP se­

cretary of the Kuangsi Autonomous Region (1965) and 

acting first CCP secretary (1966). After the Cultural Revo­

lution he again appeared as a Party cadre in Kuangsi where 

he was made first Party secretary, chairman of the Revo­

lutionary Committee and first political commissar of the 

Kuangsi Military District in February 1977.

Chiao Lin-yi <_

Chiao has been known as a Party cadre in Kuangtung pro­

vince since 1952. By 1966 he had risen to the position of 

acting first CCP secretary of Canton. The 9th Party Con­

gress in 1969 elected him alternate member of the Central 

Committee. He also strengthened his career in Kuangtung, 

where he was made first Party secretary and chairman of 

the Canton Revolutionary Committee as well as vice-chair­

man of the Kuangtung Revolutionary Committee in 1973. 

In the same year the 10th Party Congress raised him to 

full Central Committee membership and the 11th confirm­

ed him in this position.

Ch’ien Cheng-ying (f)

Rising from the Communist Women's Association, Ch'ien
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was entrusted with technical and financial tasks after the 

foundation of the People's Republic. From 1961 until the 

Cultural Revolution Ch'ien was vice-minister for water con­

servancy and electric power and in 1970 she was reactivated 

to occupy the same position. In 1973 she was elected mem­

ber of the CCP Central Committee for the first time. In Ja­

nuary 1975 she rose to the post of minister for water conser 

vancy and electric power.

Ch’ien Chih-kuang

When the People's Republic of 

China was founded, Ch'ien was 

appointed minister for the tex­

tile industry. The 9th Party 

Congress elected him a member 

of the Central Committee of the 

CCP for the first time, and the 

10th and 11th Party Congresses 

confirmed his membership. In 

1970, Ch'ien advanced to the 

position of minister for the 

light industries,when the first 

and second ministries for the light industries and the ministry 

for the textile industry had been combined to form one.

Ch’ih Pi-ch’ing 'Ci’

From 1947 until the Cultural Revolution Ch'ih served as a 

provincial cadre in Shansi where he rose to the position of 

CCP secretary and secretary of the Northern Bureau under 

the CCP Central Committee. In 1970 he made a brief appear­

ance as a vice-chairman of the Tientsin Revolutionary Com­

mittee but disappeared again for unknown reasons. Since 

May 1976 he has been second CCP secretary and vice-chair­

man of the Revolutionary Committee of the Inner Mongolian 

Autonomous Region. His recent election to full membership 

of the Central Committee may be considered as a recompen­

sation for iniquitous treatment he had possibly suffered from 

the Group of Four.

Ch’in Chi-wei

Ch'in has been on active military service since 1930. After 

the foundation of the People's Republic his field was 

Yunnan. In 1955 he had the rank of a lieutenant-general, 

and between 1958 and 1963 he was commander of the Kun­

ming Military Region. Ch'in was purged during the Cultural 

Revolution. In May 1973 he was reactivated and in August 

of the same year, elected member of the Central Committee. 

Between January 1974 and January 1976 he was commander 

of the Chengtu Military Region and has since held the post 

of a second political commisar of the Peking Military Region.

Ch’in Kuo-jung (see Ts’en Kuo-jung)

Chou Chien-jen \z.

Chou is the brother of Lu Hsiin, the poet, which makes him 

automatically a respected figure. Until 1958 Chou was a 

vice-minister for university education then to become go­

vernor and CCP secretary in his native province of Chekiang.

After the Cultural Revolution 

he reappeared when the 9th 

Party Congress in 1969 elect­

ed him for the first time mem­

ber of the Central Committee. 

Since that time Chou has 

worked in the centre, his most 

prominent office being that 

of a vice-chairman of the Na­

tional People's Congress.

Chou Ch’un
•Bn ft it M

Chou, a former major-general, first attracted attention in 

1970 when he commanded the Shanghai Garrison. In the 

same year he was also made a vice-chairman of the Shanghai 

Revolutionary Committee and in 1971, CCP secretary of 

Shanghai. The 10th Party Congress in 1973 elected him, for 

the first time, member of the CCP Central Committee. He 

is the only one out of the group of Shanghai Party secretaries 

to have survived after the elimination of the Group of Four, 

whose stronghold Shanghai was.

Ch’u Chiang

Ch'u is a comparatively unknown cadre. He first appeared 

in public in May 1976 when he was referred to as a member 

of the Standing Committee of the Kiangsu Provincial Party 

Committee and as CCP secretary of Nanking. In March 1977 

he was identified as being also chairman of the Nanking Re­

volutionary Committee.

Chu Kuang-ya fa -T

In 1950 Chu graduated from Michigan University. After his 

return to the People's Republic of China he started to teach 

nuclear energy - first at the North-Eastern People's University, 

later at Peking University. In 1969, the 9th Party Congress 

elected him an alternate member of the Central Committee 

and the 11th raised him to full membership. Being a cadre 

(probably a vice-chairman) of the Science and Technology 

Commission for National Defence, he is probably one of 

the fathers of Chinese atomic armament.

Chu Mu-chih

In 1954 Chu was appointed vice-director of the Hsinhua 

News Agency and in 1960, vice-chairman of the Journalists' 

Association as well. Purged - like all cultural and press 

cadres - during the Cultural Revolution, Chu was reactivat­

ed in October 1972 to become director of the Hsinhua 

News Agency. In 1973 the 9th Party Congress elected him 

member of the Central Committee for the first time and 

the 11th Party Congress confirmed his membership in

September 1977.
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Fan Te-ling

Far) then an unknown person, was elected alternate member 

of the Central Committee by the 9th Party Congress in 1969. 

In 1971 he was identified as a miner in the Kailuan colliery 

in Hopei province. In July 1973 he was elected chairman of 

the Hopei Trade Unions and in August he was raised to full 

membership of the Central Committee. Since January 1975 

he has also been a member of the Standing Committee of 

the National People's Congress.

Fang Yi

Even during Revolution Fang 

was already an economic cadre. 

Since 1953 he has worked in 

the Centre where he was first a 

vice-minister of finance (until 

1954). Between 1956 and 1961 

he was China's economic repre­

sentative in N. Vietnam. In 1961 

he became vice-chairman of the 

Planning Commission under the 

State Council and in 1964,chair­

man of the Commission for Eco­

nomic Relations with Foreign Countries. Having been elected 

alternate member of the CCP Central Committee in 1956, his 

alternate membership was confirmed, in 1969, by the 9th 

Party Congress. As chairman of the Commission for Economic 

Relations with Foreign Countries Fang was the chief person 

in charge of Chinese economic aid until he ceded his post in 

the Commission to Ch'en Mu-hua (f) in January 1977. The 

10th Party Congress in 1973 raised him to full membership 

and the 11th, to Politburo membership. In January 1977 

Fang was transferred to the Academy of Sciences where he 

seems to be destined to become the successor of Kuo Mo-jo, 

president of the Academy, who is 86 years old.

Feng Hsiian /Jrj fa

Between 1956 and 1959 Feng was ambassador to Switzerland. 

Then he became deputy secretary of the State Council (until 

1965). In 1970 he was first identified as a cadre in the Foreign 

Relations Department of the CCP Central Committee whose 

vice director he was at the time when he was elected member 

of the Central Committee in August 1973.

Han Hsien-ch’u

Han has been on active military service since the thirties and 

was made colonel-general in 1955. In a by-election in 1958 

he was elected alternate member of the CCP Central Commit­

tee, and from 1960 until 1973 he was commander of the 

Fuchou Military Region, which is situated opposite Taiwan. 

In this position he remained unharmed during the Cultural 

Revolution and was made chairman of the Fukien Provincial 

Revolutionary Committee in 1968. The 9th Party Congress 

raised Han to full Central Committee membership in 1969 

and in 1971 he was also elected first Party secretary of Fu­

kien Province. As a result of the reshuffle in the PLA, Han 

was transferred to Kansu in January 1974 and has since been 

commander of the Lanchou Military Region.

Han Ying

The first time that Han appeared on the public scene was 

when he was elected alternate member of the CCP Central 

Committee in 1969. Afterwards he was identified as a mem­

ber of the CCP Committee's Standing Committee of Shansi 

province and as vice-chairman of that province's Revolution­

ary Committee (both in 1971). It is believed that he was a 

model worker. The 10th Party Congress raised Han to full 

membership in 1971 and the 11th confirmed his membership. 

Since 1974 he has also been CCP secretary of Shansi province.

Hao Chien-hsiu (f)

Han became known as a model 

worker of the Tsingtao cotton 

spinning mill during the fifties. 

She has been a deputy of the 

National People's Congress for 

Shantung province since 1954. 

In 1964 she was elected member 

of the Communist Youth League, 

in 1973, vice-chairman of the 

Shantung Trade Unions, in 1975, 

chairman of the Shantung Wo­

men's Association. In January

1977 Han was identified as member of the Standing Committee 

of the Shantung Provincial CCP Committee.

Ho Ch’eng

During the Long March Ho served as a director of the First 

Front Army's Health Department. He then became head of 

the Health Department of the 8th Route Army, and between 

1946 and 1948 he was in charge of the Health Department 

of the Rear Services Department of the Military Council. 

From 1954 until 1957 Ho was vice-minister of public health. 

In 1955 he was promoted to the rank of lieutenant-general. 

In 1965 he was elected member of the Standing Committee 

of the Chinese People's Political Consultative Conference. 

Soon afterwards Ho was identified as vice-director of the 

Logistics Department of the Chengtu Military Region but 

disappeared in the Cultural Revolution. After his reactiva­

tion in 1973 he was identified as vice-director of the Logi­

stics Department of the PLA in June 1977.

Hsihoupa

Hsi is a newcomer from Chinghai province.

Hsiao Ching-kuang
A* tSj

Hsiao has been on active mili­

tary service since Revolution. 

He has been a Central Commit­

tee member since the 7th Party 

Congress in 1945. Since 1950 

he has been commander of the 

Chinese Navy without any in­

terruption and this makes him 

the most steadfast leader in 

the PLA. He has also been vice- 

minister of defence since 1954.
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IT IT '1'
Hsiao Hua -T"

Hsia served as a military cadre in the First Front Army, the 

11 5th Division of the 8th Route Army and the Fourth Field 

Army. Between 1949 and 1969 he was head of the General 

Political Department of the Military Council, and then held 

the same post in the PLA. In 1955 he was promoted colonel­

general and elected member of the 8th Central Committee of 

the CCP. At the beginning of the Cultural Revolution Hsiao 

was vice-chairman of the Cultural Revolution Group of the 

PLA but was eliminated in August 1967. After his reactivation 

in 1974 he was made CCP secretary in Kansu province in 

June 1977 and first political commissar of the Lanchou Mili­

tary Region in August 1977.

Hsiao K’e

Hsiao, one of the first military cadres to join the Communists, 

took part in the Nanchang Uprising in 1927. He then served 

in various combat units and took part in the Long March in 

1934 and 1935. He then served in the 120th Division of the 

8th Route Army and later, in the Fourth Field Army whose 

chief of staff he became in 1949. After the foundation of the 

PR China, Hsiao was director of the Department of Training 

under the Revolutionary Military Council in 1953 and 1954. 

In 1954 he was appointed vice-minister of national defence 

(until 1959 ) and vice-director of the PLA Training Depart­

ment whose director he became in 1957. Having been promot­

ed to the rank of colonel-general, the 8th Party Congress elect­

ed Hsiao member of the Central Committee in 1956. In 1959 

he was appointed vice-minister for state farms and land re­

clamation. Being a follower of Ho Lung (probably one of his 

relatives), he was purged in 1966. Having been reactivated in 

1972, Hsiao was elected alternate member of the Central 

Committee by the 10th Party Congress in August 1973. Since 

that time he has also been commandant of the PLA Military 

and Political Academy.

Hsieh Hsiieh-kung

At the foundation of the

People's Republic Hsieh was iden­

tified as a provincial cadre but 

then he was called to the centre 

where he was vice-minister of 

foreign trade between 1952 and 

1958. After this he again be­

came a provincial cadre and 

was identified as CCP secretary 

in Hopei province. During the 

Cultural Revolution he went to 

Tientsin where he was made 

chairman of the Revolutionary 

Committee in 1967 and has been first Party secretary since 

1971. Since 1969 Hsieh has been a member of the Central 

Committee of the CCP.

Hsing Yen-tzu (f) -X-

Hsing was elected deputy of the National People's Congress 

for Hopei province in 1964, - probably for her merits as an 

agricultural model worker. She is vice-chairman of the Re­

volutionary Committee of the Tachungchuang people's 

commune in the Paoti hsien and was elected deputy se­

cretary of the Communist Youth League in Hopei province 

in May 1973. This was also the year when the 10th Party 

Congress elected her member of the Central Committee. 

Since 1975$he has also been CCP secretary of Tientsin.

Hsii Chia-t’un

Hsii has made his way as a provincial cadre ever since the 

foundation of the People's Republic. He was first a cadre 

in Fukien and Kiangsu and at the time when he was purged 

during the Cultural Revolution he had advanced to the 

position of a Party secretary and vice-governor of Kiangsu. 

In 1970 he was restored to both posts and in March 1977 

he was made first Party secretary, chairman of the Revolu­

tionary Committee and first political commissar of Kiangsu.

Hsii Hsiang-ch’ien

Hsii, one of the four PLA marshals still alive, was one of 

the great commanding officers of the troops during Revo­

lution. He has been a Central Committee Member of the 

CCP since 1945 (7th Party Congress) and was a Politburo 

member between March 1967 and the 9th Party Congress. 

In 1954 Hsii was called to the centre where he worked 

most of the time before and after the Cultural Revolution 

He is now, and was before that event, a vice-chairman of 

the Central Committee's Military Council and one of the 

vice-chairmen of the Standing Committee of the National 

People's Congress.

Hsii Shih yu -fet "L

Hsu, a colonel-general, has been on active military service 

since 1932. Between 1954 and 1973 he was commander 

of the Nanking Military Region without any interruption. 

The 8th Party Congress having elected him alternate mem­

ber of the Central Committee in 1956, the 9th Congress in 

1969 raised him not only to full membership in the Central 

Committee but also in the Political Bureau. In addition 

Hsii was vice-minister of national defence from 1959 until 

1973, chairman of the Kiangsu Provincial Revolutionary 

Committee (1968-1973) and first Party secretary of that 

province (1970-1973). As a result of the military reshuffle 

in January 1974 Hsii was appointed commander of the 

Canton Military Region.

Hsiieh Chin-ta

Hsiieh is a newcomer.

Hu Li-chiao

Hu took part in the Long March as one of the "Little 

Devils". After the foundation of the People's Republic he 

first became an administrative cadre in East China. He was 

called to the centre in 1954 where he was appointed vice- 

minister of finance (until 1959) and vice-president of the 

People's Bank (1961-1966). After his elimination during 

the Cultural Revolution he was reactivated in 1974. Since 

1975 he has been deputy secretary of the CCP and since 

1976, vice-chairman of the Honan Provincial Rev.Committee.
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Hu Yao-pang

Hu who took part in the Long 

March was the leading cadre 

of the CCP for youth affairs 

even during Revolution. In 

1952 he was made secretary of 

the New Democratic Youth 

League and, when this organiz­

ation was reorganized and re­

named Communist Youth 

League in 1957, Hu became 

its first secretary (until 1964). 

In 1956 the 8th Party Congress 

elected him member of the Central Committee. In 1965 Hu 

became third secretary of the Northwest China Bureau under 

the Central Committee and acting first Party secretary of 

Shensi province. Hu was purged in the Cultural Revolution 

but reactivated in 1972. Until 1974 he was referred to as a 

member of the National People's Congress's Standing Com­

mittee. Since 1976 he has been^dentified as leading cadre 

of the State Council and a department of the Central Com­

mittee.

Hua Kuo-feng

Huang Chen 'til

Huang, a deserving military leader from Revolution and 

major-general, has worked in the Foreign Ministry since 

the foundation of the People's Republic.

1950-1954: Ambassador to Hungary 

1954-1961: Ambassador to Indonesia 

1961 -1964: Vice-minister of foreign affairs 

1964-1973: Ambassador to France (until March 1973) 

1973- Chief of the PR China's Liaison Office in 

Washington

K'eng Piao having been recalled from his post as ambassa­

dor to Albania, Huang is the only diplomat who is at the 

same time a member of the Central Committee of the CCP 

(since 1969) which gives him a unique position.

Huang Chih-chen

Having taken part in guerilla activities during Revolution 

Huang has always worked in Kiangsi province since the 

foundation of the People's Republic of Chin^. including 

the time after the Cultural Revolution during which he 

had been purged. He has been a CCP secretary of Kiangsi 

since 1973 and was elected alternate member of the Central 

Committee in the same year. Since 1977 he has been a 

vice-chairman of the Kiangsi Provincial Revolutionary 

Committee.

Huang Hua

Huang who had been a leading youth cadre during Revolu­

tion, has served in the Foreign Ministry since 1953. His ap­

pointments included the following: director of the Depart­

ment for Western Europe and Africa (until 1956; director 

of the Western Europe Department (until 1959); ambassador

to Ghana (until 1965); am­

bassador to Egypt (until 1969); 

ambassador to Canada (July 

to November 1971); ambassa­

dor of the PR China to the 

United Nations (1971-1977). 

Huang Hua's election to the 

Central Committee as a full 

member in 1973 made him 

the most important diplomat 

beside Huang Chen. It was 

easy to understand, then, that 

Huang Hua was appointed foreign minister to become the 

successor to Ch'iao Kuan-hua who was eliminated as a fol­

lower of the Group of Four.

Huang Ou-tung

Huang took part in the Long March and was commander of 

some combat units afterwards. When the People's Republic 

had been founded, he worked in Manchuria where he rose 

to the position of governor and second Party secretary of 

Liaoning province in 1958. In 1956 the 8th Party Congress 

elected him alternate member of the Central Committee. 

Huang was purged in the Cultural Revolution but reactivated 

in 1973 to become a Party secretary and vice-chairman of 

the Liaoning Provincial Revolutionary Committee. The 11th 

Party Congress raised him to full membership of the Central 

Committee.

Huo Shih-lien

After the foundation of the People's Republic Huo first 

worked as a provincial cadre in Chekiang until he went to 

Shensi where he was first Party secretary in 1965. He was 

purged in the Cultural Revolution but reactivated in 1973 

as a Party secretary and vice-chairman of the Revolutionary 

Committee of Shensi province. In January 1977 he was made 

first CCP secretary and chairman of the Revolutionary Com­

mittee of the Ninghsia Autonomous Region.

Ismayil Aymat

Ismayil first became a member 

of the Central Committee in

1973 when he was elected by 

the 10th Party Congress. In

1974 he was identified as CCP 

secretary of Sinkiang and in 

1976, as vice-chairman of the 

Sinkiang Revolutionary Com­

mittee and political commissar 

of the Sinkiang Military Region 

as well.

Jao Hsing-li

Jao, an agricultural model worker was elected deputy to the 

National People's Congress for Hupei province as early as 

1954 (reelected in 1959 and 1964). Having thus become 

known in the Party, he was made a member of the Central
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Committee by the 9th Party Congress, and remained one 

under the 10th and 11th Congresses. Jao is chairman of the 

Hsihui hsien's Revolutionary Committee in Hupei province. 

Since 1968 he has also been vice-chairman of the Hupei Pro­

vincial Revolutionary Committee and since 1971, member 

of the Standing Committee of the Hupei Provincial Party 

Committee. In 1973 he also became chairman of the Pea­

sants' Association of Hupei Province.

Jen Chung-yi

Jen , first identified as a cadre in Manchuria in 1951, had 

advanced to the post of CCP secretary in Heilungkiang pro­

vince by the time of the Cultural Revolution. Having then 

been purged, he was reactivated in 1973 to become Party 

secretary and vice-chairman of the Revolutionary Committee 

in Heilungkiang province. Since March 1977 he has been 

second Party secretary and first vice-chairman of the Revo­

lutionary Committee in Liaoning province.

Jen Jung

Jen comes from the ranks of the First Front Army. Between 

1951 and 1960 he served in the Chinese People's Volunteers' 

Units in Korea and, having attained the rank of a major-ge­

neral, remained in Korea as a member of the Armistice Com­

mission in Panmunjong. In 1965 he became deputy political 

commissar of the Tibet Military Region. Though attacked 

during the Cultural Revolution, Jen was not purged but 

made a leading cadre in Tibet where he was first Party se­

cretary, acting chairman of the Revolutionary Committee, 

and first political commissar of the Military District. In 

1973 the 10th Party Congress elected him alternate member 

and the 11th raised him to full membership.

Jen Szu-chung 'fi'

During Revolution Jen served in the 115th Division of the 

8th Route Army and, since 1948, in the Fourth Field Army 

under Lin Piao. Before the Cultural Revolution he was 

known to be a deputy political commissar of the Canton Mi­

litary Region and afterwards, as a political commissar of 

that Region. The 9th Party Congress elected him member 

of the Central Committee and he retained membership under 

the 10th and 11th. In 1975 Jen was transferred to the Tsi­

nan Military Region where he was identified as deputy poli­

tical commissar in March 1977.

Juan Po-sheng pTL ’,€> bi­

Mier the foundation of the People's Republic of China, 

Juan served as a provincial cadre in Hopei province (until 

1960) and Kirin province (after 1960). The 9th Party Con­

gress in 1969 first made him an alternate member of the 

Central Committee, a position he retained under the 10th. 

At present Juan is CCP secretary and vice-chairman of the 

Revolutionary Committee of Kirin Province.

K’ang Ke-ch’ing (f)

(see next column)

K’ang Ke-ch’ing (f)

K'ang is the widow of Chu 

Te but she is also a well- 

known cadre in the women's 

movement in her own right. 

In January 1975 she was made 

a member of the Standing Com­

mittee of the National People's 

Congress. The 11th Party Con­

gress elected her a member of 

the Central Committee for the 

first time.

K’ang Shih-en z'^

K'ang has worked in the field of the oil industry since 

1952. In 1955 he was assistant minister in the Ministry for 

the Petroleum Industry and in 1956 he became vice-minister 

in the same ministry. He was attacked and purged in the 

Cultural Revolution but reactivated in 1971. Since 1975 

K'ang has been minister for the Petroleum and Chemical 

Industries. He is one of the new members in the Central 

Committee after the 11th Party Congress.

Keng Ch’i-ch’ang jrE

In 1967 Keng was identified as chairman of the Revolu­

tionary Committee of the Hsinhsiang county in Honan 

province which suggests that he was then an agricultural 

model worker. Due to this distinction he was made an alter­

nate member of the 9th Central Committee in 1969, and 

was then identified as a vice-chairman of the Revolutionary 

Committee and CCP secretary of Honan province. In 1973 

the 10th Party Congress raised Keng to full membership 

and the 11th confirmed this.

Keng P’iao

Keng, an eminent troop leader 

during Revolution who had 

then advanced to the rank of 

major-general, was employed 

in the diplomatic service when 

the People's Republic of China 

had been founded. From 1950 

until January 1956 he was am­

bassador to Sweden, from Febru­

ary 1956 until January 1960, 

ambassador to Pakistan, from 

January 1960 until September

1963 he was vice-minister of foreign affairs, and from Sep­

tember 1963 until the Cultural Revolution, ambassador to 

Birma. In August 1969, after the Cultural Revolution, Keng 

was appointed ambassador to Albania and remained on that 

post until he was made director of the Department for Fo­

reign Relations under the CCP Central Committee early in 

1971. He first became a member of the Central Committee 

when the 9th Party Congress elected him in 1969. His re­

cent advancement to Politburo membership showed him to 

be the leading Party cadre in foreign relations.
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Ku Mu

Before Ku was entrusted with 

economic work in the Centre 

in 1954, he had been a minor 

provincial cadre. In 1965 he 

was appointed chairman of the 

State Council Commission for 

Investment Control. Nothing 

was heard of him during the 

Cultural Revolution but in July 

1973 he reemerged in his last 

post in the State Council. In 

August 1973 the 10th Party 

Congress elected him member of the Central Committee and 

in January 1975 he also rose to the position of a vice-premier.

K’ung Chao-nien

K'ung did not appear on the public scene until 1973 when 

he was identified as a leading naval cadre of the PLA. In 

1975 he was referred to, for the first time, as a deputy com­

mander of the Navy, he disappeared in January 1976 but 

has now been raised to an outstanding position by the 11th 

Party Congress.

K’ung Shih-ch’iian

K'ung served under Lin Piao during Revolution and was 

promoted to the rank of lieutenant-general in 1955. When 

the 9th Party Congress first elected him a member of the 

Central Committee, he was still comparatively unknown, 

having only been identified as first vice-chairman of the 

Kuangtung Provincial Revolutionary Committee after the 

foundation of that committee. In 1970 he was made CCP 

secretary in that province and in 1971 he also became poli­

tical commissar of the Canton Military Region which is 

believed his chief occupation.

K’ung Yuan

K'ung had already been an alternate member of the 8th 

Central Committee and was elected member of the Standing 

Committee of the National People's Congress in 1965. He 

was reactivated in 1974, after having disappeared during the 

Cultural Revolution, but his present position has not yet. 

been disclosed.

Kuo Mo-jo
"c

Kuo was, for the first time, 

elected a Central Committee 

member by the 9th Party Con­

gress in 1969. He is the lead­

ing cultural cadre of the PR 

China, as may be seen from 

the fact that he has been pre­

sident of the Chinese Academy 

of Sciences ever since 1949.

In the twenties he was already 

among the leading personages 

in Chinese literature. His 

numerous publications include the translation of Goethe's 

"Faust" from Japanese into Chinese. He publicly exchang­

ed poem s with Mao Tse-tung which made him a persona 

grata with the communists long before they seized power. 

Though not a member of the CCP until 1958, Kuo was 

given elevated positions immediately after the foundation 

of the People's Republic. At the age of 86, he is still one 

of the most active cadres to attend public meetings with 

foreign delegations.

Kuo Yii-feng

When the 9th Party Congress elected Kuo an alternate 

Central Committee member in 1969, he was still relatively 

unknown. Since that time he has been chiefly engaged in 

maintaining contacts with other Communist Parties. In 

1972 he was identified as a leading cadre in the Organization 

Department under the CCP Central Committee. The 10th 

Party Congress having raised him tcfull membership 

of the Central Committee, Kuo was officially mentioned as 

director of the Organization Department under the CCP 

Central Committee, in 1975.

Li Ch’i-ming

Li was a provincial cadre before the Cultural Revolution 

and had attained the post of a CCP secretary in 1961 and 

of a governor of Shensi province in 1964. Having been 

publicly denounced as a deviationist in 1967, his first 

public appearance after the Cultural Revolution was when 

he was elected member of the 11th Central Committee.

Li Ch’iang Jp.

During the thirties, Li was an 

engineer at the Moscow Re­

search Centre of the People's 

Committee for Posts and Tele­

communications. Having re­

turned to China, he has worked 

in the central administration 

ever since 1949. In 1952 Li 

was made vice-minister of

foreign trade and remained in that 

position with a short interrup­

tion during which he was com­

mercial attachfe at the Moscow embassy ( Feb 1953-Oct 1954). 

The 9th Party Congress elected Li, for the first time, a mem­

ber of the Central Committee and in 1973 he was appointed 

minister of foreign trade.

Li Chih-min

Li, an alternate member of the 8th Central Committee,was 

reactivated in 1973 when he was raised to full memoersnip 

the 10th Party Congress. During the Korean war, Li nad 

been political commissar to the "Chinese People's Volun­

teers". In 1958 he was identified as colonel-general ano in 

1963, as political commissar of the PLA Military Acaoemy. 

Since October 1973, Li has been political commissar of the 

Fuchou Military Region.
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Li Ching-ch’iian

Li was a military leader as early as 1931. After the found­

ation of the People's Republic he was transferred to civilian 

posts in Szechuan where he rose from the post of first CCP 

secretary (in 1956) and to that of first secretary of the 

Southwest China Burea under the CCP Central Committee. 

In 1956 the 8th Party Congress elected him a member of the 

Central Committee and the 5th Plenary Session of the 8th 

Central Committee promoted him to Politburo membership 

in 1958. When the Cultural Revolution was at its zenith in 

June1967, Li was deprived of all his public posts. The 10th 

Party Congress in 1973 again elected him member of the 

Central Committee. In January 1975 he was also made vice- 

chairman of the National People's Congress Standing Com­

mittee.

Li Hsien-nien

Li was a leading military personage during Revolution and 

rose to the rank of an Army general. After the foundation 

of the People's Republic he first worked in Central South 

China (mayor of Wuhan City between 1952 and 1954) and 

was then called to the centre where he occupied the follow­

ing positions: (vice-premier (1954 until now), minister of 

finance (from 1957 until the Cultural Revolution), director 

of the Bureau of Finance and Economy under the State 

Council (1959 until Cultural Revolution), vice-chairman of 

the Planning Commission (from 1962 until ? ). The 7th Party 

Congress having elected him member of the Central Com­

mittee in 1945, he rose to Politburo membership in 1956, 

as a result of the 8th Party Congress. He has retained this 

membership, without any interruption, to this very day, 

and the 11th Party Congress even elected him vice-chairman 

of the CCP Central Committee and member of the Standing 

Committee of the Politburo.

Lijen-chih

Li, political commissar of an army during Revolution, rose 

to the position of a CCP secretary and vice-governor of 

Anhui province after the foundation of the People's Republic. 

Having been appointed vice-chairman of the Anhui Provin­

cial Revolutionary Committee after the Cultural Revolution, 

Li was made CCP secretary of that province again. The 10th 

Party Congress elected him member of the Central Committee 

in 1973, and the 11th confirmed his membership.

Li Jui-shan ill

Before the Cultural Revolution 

Li served as a provincial cadre 

in Hunan province where he 

raised to the position of a CCP 

secretary. Since the foundation 

of the Shensi Provincial Revo­

lutionary Committee in 1968 

he has been its chairman. The 

9th Party Congress in 1969 

elected him member of the 

Central Committee for the first 

time and since 1971 he has also 

been first CCP secretary of Shensi province.

Li Pao-hua i # -t-

Having been elected member of the Central Committee 

by the 7th Party Congress in 1945 and confirmed in that 

position by the 8th in 1956, Li was criticized in the Cul­

tural Revolution and was not reelected to the Central Com­

mittee by the 9th Party Congress. When the 10th Congress 

reelected him to the Central Committee in 1973, the 

former first CCP secretary of Anhui province was rehabili­

tated. Since 1974 Li has been second Party secretary of 

Kueichou province and since January 1977, vice-chairman 

of that province's Revolutionary Committee.

Li Shih-chiin

Li has been identified as a cadre of Shensi province.

Li Shui-ch’ing ’j—

Li, a military leader from the time of the Long March, 

continued to be employed chiefly in military positions 

after the foundation of the People's Republic. His last 

military appointment was that of commander of the Tsinan 

Military Region before he was appointed minister of the 

First Machine-Building Ministry in 1971. The 9th Party 

Congress elected him a member of the Central Committee 

in 1969, the 10th and 11th Congresses confirming his mem­

bership. Since July 1976 Li has been deputy commander 

of the Nanking Military Region.

Li Ta

Li had been a troop commander since the days of Chingkan- 

shan, serving under Ho Lung and Liu Po-ch'eng. In 1955 

he was appointed colonel-general and has since worked in 

the centre. His posts were: a cadre in the General Staff's 

Training Department, chairman of the Military Sport Asso­

ciation (1957-1964), vice-chairman of the Commission of 

Physical Culture and Sports (1959-1965), member of the 

National Defence Council (1954-1966). In 1965 La was 

made member of the Standing Committee of the National 

People's Congress. Purged during the Cultural Revolution, 

he reemerged late in 1972 and has since been deputy chief 

of the General Staff. His election by the 10th Party Congress 

to full Central Committee membership in 1973 marked the 

rehabilitation of a deserving military leader.

Li Te-sheng

Though a deserving military leader from the early days of 

Revolution and promoted to the rank of a general in 1955, 

Li's appointments before the Cultural Revolution were com­

paratively modest. It was not until 1968 whenhe was elected 

chairman of the Anhui Provincial Revolutionary Committee 

as a trustworthy commander of the Anhui Military District 

that his steep career began. The 9th Party Congress not only 

elected him a Central Committee member for the first time 

but also made him an alternate member of the Politburo in 

1969. The 10th Party Congress elected Li member of the 

Standing Committee of the Politburo, the supreme leading 

organ of the Party, but the 11th did not reelect him to this
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position. In 1970 he was head of the General Political De­

partment of the PLA. Though almost exclusively working 

in the Centre. Li did not only retain the two provincial ap­

pointments in Anhui but he was made first CCP secretary in 

that province, too. In 1974 he was transferred to Manchuria 

and has since been commander of the Shenyang Military Re­

gion.

Li Tzu-yiian 70

Prior to the Cultural Revolution, Li made his career in Sze­

chuan province where he became an alternate member of the 

secretariat of the CCP. Purged in 1967, he was reactivated in 

1975 and has been Party secretary in Szechuan province 

since January 1977.

Liang Pi-yeh ' SZI jjP.

Liang began his career in the Fourth Field Army. Having 

served in various military appointments in South China and 

attained the rank of a lieutenant-general in 1958, he was made 

vice director of the General Political Department of the PLA 

in 1962. Accused of being "a member of the overthrowing- 

the-Army and anti-Party clique'm December 1966, he then 

disappeared. His first reappearance was in May 1973 and in Januar 

January 1975 the Fourth National People's Congress elected 

him a member of its Standing Committee. Since then he has 

also again been a vice-director of the General Political Depart­

ment of the PLA.

Liao Ch’eng-chih

Liao, a son of Sun Yat-sen's 

closest assistant, Liao Chung- 

k'ai, and his wife Ho Hsiang- 

ning (who died in Peking in 

1972, at the age of 95), has 

served the CCP since the early 

thirties. After the foundation 

of the People's Republic he 

was among the busiest central 

cadres and held a great number 

of posts. He was head of the 

Commission for Overseas Chi­

nese under the State Council 

and of the Afro-Asian Solidarity Committee, chairman of the 

PR China-Japan Friendship Association and vice-director of 

the United Front Work Department under the CCP Central 

Committee. While imprisoned by the National Government 

between 1942 and 1946, Liao was elected, in absentia, an 

alternate member of the Central Committee as early as 1945, 

he was raised to full membership in 1945 and confirmed in 

that position by the 8th Party Congress in 1956. He was not 

elected to the 9th Central Committee. His first reappearance 

after the Cultural Revolution (and possibly after a long pe­

riod of illness) was in 1971. Since then he has been the chair­

man of the very important PR China-Japan Friendship Asso­

ciation. The 10th Party Congress elected Liao again a mem­

ber of the Central Committee and the 11th confirmed his

membership.

Liao Chih-kao

Liao is a graduate of Tsinghua University. A member of 

the Communist Party of China since 1934, his principal 

occupation during Revolution was that of a political com­

missar. After the foundation of the People's Republic, 

he first worked on the Southwest Administration Commit­

tee. In 1955 he was appointed governor of Sikang pro­

vince. In 1956 the 8th Party Congress elected him an alter­

nate member of the Central Committee. In 1964 he became 

secretary of the CCP Central Committee's Southwest Bureau 

and one year later, first CCP secretary of Szechuan province. 

In April 1968 he was accused of being a counterrevolutionary 

revisionist and an agent for China's Krushchev in Szechuan. 

After the Cultural Revolution he was reactivated by being 

elected an alternate member of the 10th Central Committee 

in August 1973. Since 1975 he has been Party secretary and 

chairman of the Fukien Provincial Revolutionary Committee 

as well as political commissar of the Fuchou Military Region 

and first political commissar of the Fukien Military District.

Liao Han-sheng 7^

Liao, who is married to a niece of Ho Lung, was serving in 

the Second Front Army, the 120th Division of the 8th Route 

Army and the First Field Army under Ho Lung (from 1934 

until the foundation of the People's Republic). He was then 

a military leader in Chinghai and became vice-minister of 

national defence in 1954, which he remained until the Cul­

tural Revolution. In 1955 he was promoted to the rank of a 

lieutenant-general, and in 1956, elected alternate member 

of the 8th Central Committee. In 1958 he was appointed 

commander of the PLA Military Academy. In February 

1967 he was denounced as a three-anti element, and purged. 

In January 1974 he was reactivated and in April 1975, ap­

pointed political commissar of the Nanking Military Region.

Lin Hu-chia 4^

Lin started his Party career in Chekiang province in 1951 

and was made CCP secretary there in 1957. In April 1967 

he was denounced as a rightist opportunist, and purged. Re­

activated in 1974, Lin was made CCP secretary and vice- 

chairman of the Revolutionary Committee of Shanghai in 

January 1977.

Lin Li ming 4
Lin, an alternate member of 

the CCP Central Committee, 

was raised to full member­

ship on August 18, 1977 by 

the 11th Party Congress. One 

day afterwards he died.
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Lin Li-yiin (f) 11 fl

Lin, who was born in Taiwan, 

first appeared in 1970 when 

she attended to Japanese dele­

gations. In April 1973 she was 

elected a member of the PR 

China-Japan Friendship Asso­

ciation. She was made a mem­

ber of the Central Committee 

by the 10th Party Congress in 

1973 and the 11th confirmed 

her membership.

Liu Chen 7’]

Liu was first in the Fourth Front Army and later served in 

the New Fourth Army. In 1945 he was commander of the 

Kirin-Heilungkiang Military Region. In 1955 he was appoint­

ed colonel-general. The 8th Party Congress in 1956 elected 

him an alternate member of the Central Committee. In 1959 

he became vice-commander of the Air Force and in 1965, Pre­

sident of the PLA Air Force Academy. He was charged with 

having attempted to seize authority, together with Ch'eng 

Chun and under the support of Ho Lung in January 1967 

and, during a Peking rally of 40,000 men, fiercely attacked 

in September 1967. Liu's election to the 11th Central Com­

mittee marked his first appearance after the Cultural Revo­

lution. A few days after the 11th Party Congress he was re­

ferred to, for the first time, as commander of the Sinkiang 

Military Region, succeeding Yang Yung, the former com­

mander, whose membership to the Central Committee was 

confirmed by the 11th Party Congress.

Liu Chien-hsiin 7^

Liu, a member of the Chinese Communist Party since 1935, 

chiefly served as a political commissar during Revolution. 

Since the foundation of the People's Republic of China he 

has always been a provincial cadre. By 1962 he had risen to 

the post of a first Party secretary of Honan province. The 

8th Party Congress having elected him an alternate member 

of the Central Committee in 1956, Liu is one of the very 

few first secretaries of provincial Party committees who 

remained unharmed during the Cultural Revolution. In Ja­

nuary 1968 he was made chairman of the newly founded 

Honan Provincial Revolutionary Committee and in 1971 

he was elected first CCP secretary of that province, too. 

The 9th Party Congress in 1969 raised Liu to full member­

ship and the 10th and 11th Congresses confirmed his mem­

bership. Since about 1969 Liu has also been a political 

commissar in the Wuhan Military Region.

Liu Ch’un-ch’iao

Liu is a deserving peasant of Hunan province. ThelOth Party 

Congress in 1973 elected him an alternate member of the 

Central Committee and the 11th raised him to full member­

ship. In 1973 Liu was identified as a member of the Stand­

ing Committee of the Hunan Provincial Party Committee 

and also as a vice-chairman of that province's Peasant As­

sociation.

Liu H si-ch’ang ’Z*| fl I?

Liu owes his political career to his merits as a model worker 

in the Kuanghua sawmill of Peking. He was elected to the 

Revolutionary Committee of Peking as a member of its 

Standing Committee in 1967, when the Peking Revolutionary 

Committee was founded. The 9th Party Congress in 1969 

elected him a member of the Central Committee, and his 

membership was confirmed by both the 10th and 11th Party 

Congresses. Since 1971 he has also been a member of the 

Peking Party Committee's Standing Committee and since 

1973, also a vice-chairman of the Peking Trade Unions. In 

June 1976 he was made vice-chairman of the Peking Revo­

lutionary Committee, too.

Liu Hsing-yiian

Liu was a military leader al­

ready about the time of the 

Long March. After the found­

ation of the People's Republic 

he was exclusively employed 

as a military leader in Canton, 

and in 1957, identified as a 

lieutenant-general. In 1965 

he became a member of the 

National Defence Council, too. 

During the Cultural Revolu­

tion, Liu made a surprising

career, being appointed chairman of the newly founded 

Kuangtung Provincial Revolutionary Committee in 1968. 

This appointment caused him to be elected to the 9th 

Central Committee as a full member in 1969. When he was 

elected to first Party secretary of Kuangtung province in 

1970, he had become the most powerful cadre in that pro­

vince until he disappeared directly after the Lin Piao affair. 

Ting Sheng having been made first Party secretary of Kuang­

tung province in July 1972, all China watchers were sure 

that Liu had been definitely purged with Lin Piao. However, 

15 months after his disappearance, he suddenly reemerged 

in Szechuan, occupying the most important positions of 

that province: first CCP secretary, chairman of the Revo­

lutionary Committee and first political commissar of the 

Chengtu Military Region, in January 1976 when Liu was 

appointed commander of the Chengtu Military Region, he 

ceded his posts in Szechuan to Chao Tzu-yang.

Liu Kuang-t’ao %•]

In 1970 Liu was identified as deputy political commissar 

of the Shenyang Military Region and second Party secre­

tary as well as first vice-chairman of the Revolutionary Com­

mittee of Heilungkiang province since 1971. In 1973 the 

10th Party Congress elected him an alternate member of the 

Central Committee. Since March 1977, he has been first 

Party Secretary, chairman of the Revolutionary Committee 

and first political commissar of the Heilungkiang Military 

District.

Liu Po-ch’eng (see next page)
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Liu Po-ch’eng

Liu is one of the great Army leaders of the Communist re­

volution and was therefore one of ten prominent military 

leaders to be raised to the rank of marshal in 1955. The 7th 

Party Congress in 1945 having elected him a member of the 

Central Committee, he was raised to Politburo membership 

by the 8th in 1956 and has always been a Politburo mem­

ber since. Liu, who had lost an eye in combat when he was 

young and was therefore called "the one-eyed dragon", is 

said to be almost blind now. Actually the public appearances 

have become very rare so that it may be concluded that he 

has substantially retired from public life, due to his poor 

health. In 1975 he was elected a vice-chairman of the Fourth 

National Congress.

Liu Tzu-hou X

Liu, who had held minor administrative posts during the 

final stages of Revolution, was made a provincial cadre 

after the foundation of the People's Republic of China. In 

1953 he became second CCP secretary and in 1955 governor 

of Hupei province, but in 1958 he was transferred to his 

native province of Hopei where he was appointed governor 

and, in 1964, second CCP secretary. He is one of the few pro­

vincial cadres to have survived unharmed during the Cultural 

Revolution..When the Hopei Provincial Revolutionary Com­

mittee was founded in 1968, Liu was made its first vice- 

chairman and later, in 1973 when Li Hsiieh-feng had been 

purged,, chairman. In 1971 he also became first Party secre­

tary of Hopei province. The Second Plenary Session of the 

8th Central Committee elected him an alternate member, in 

a by-election of 1958, and the 9th Party Congress in 1969 

raised him to full membership. The 10th and 11th Party 

Congresses confirmed his membership.

Liu Wei

Prior to the Cultural Revolution, Liu was a vice-minister of 

the Second Machine-Building Ministry (since 1961). His 

astonishing rise to membership of the Central Committee 

following the 9th Party Congress in 1969, has since been 

confirmed by the 10th and 11th Party Congresses, though 

his actual appointment outside the Central Committee has 

not been identified. Some circumstances seem to indicate, 

however, that he is still a vice-minister of the Second Ma­

chine-Building Ministry.

Lo Ch’ing-ch’ang

Lo, who had been a cadre in the United Front Work Depart­

ment under the CCP Central Committee (1963) and deputy 

secretary-general of the State Council (appointed in 1965) 

prior to the Cultural Revolution, was confirmed in both 

positions after the Cultural Revolution. In 1973 the 10th 

Party Congress elected him a member of the Central Com­

mittee for the first time. In March 1975 he was appointed 

deputy secretary-general of the Standing Committee of the 

Fourth National Congress.

Lo Jui-ch’ing

Lo is one of the old military 

guard from Revolution. Having 

been elected a member of the 

■V * CCP Central Committee by the

7th Party Congress as early as 

1945, Lo rose to high positions 

after the foundation of the 

People's Republic of China: He

* was made vice-premier, vice-

minister of national defence
*

and, following the elimination 

of P'eng Te-huai, chief of the 

PLA General Staff. During the 

Cultural Revolution Lo was exposed to severe criticism, pro­

voking general attention by jumping out of a window during 

a critique meeting. In 1975 he was reactivated and his recent 

election to the 11th Central Committee may lead us to ex­

pect that he will shortly rise to a prominent military post, 

possibly again to become chief of the PLA General Staff.

Lu Ta tung

Lu had been a CCP secretary in Chungking before the Cul­

tural Revolution, and rose to the positions of a first Party 

secretary and chairman of the Revolution Committee of 

Chungking afterwards. The 10th Party Congress in 1973 

elected Lu an alternate member of the Central Committee, 

and the 11th raised him to full membership. In April 1977 

he was also made Party secretary of Szechuan province.

Lu T’ien-chi -jj'

Lu, then an unknown but presumably a deserving worker 

of the Chaochuang colliery in Shantung province, was elect­

ed a member of the 9th Central Committee in 1969, his 

membership being confirmed by both the 10th and the 11th 

Party Congresses. In 1973 he was identified as a vice-chair­

man of the Shantung Trade Unions whose chairman he be­

came in April 1976. Since January 1977 he has also been a 

member of the Standing Committee of the CCP Committee 

of Shantung province.

Lii Cheng-ts’ao jE 4^

Lu is one of the old military leaders during Revolution. The 

7th Party Congress having elected him member of the 

Central Committee in 1945, he worked in governmental 

positions after the foundation of the People's Republic of 

China: From 1949 until 1965 Lii was vice-minister, after 

1965, minister, of railways. Purged during the Cultural Re­

volution for causing chaos in the railway system, he was 

reactivated in 1974. Since 1975 Lii has been a Standing 

Committee member of the Fourth National Congress 

and since 1976 political commissar of the PLA Railway 

Corps, too.

Lii Yii-lan (f) (see next page)
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Lii Yii-lan (f) 3

Lii was first identified in 

1968 when she was elected 

member of the Standing Com­

mittee of the Hopei Provincial 

Revolutionary Committee as 

CCP secretary of the Shanku 

Brigade in the Linhsinhsiapao 

People's Commune. This 

suggests that she was then an 

agricultural model worker, 

and in this capacity was elected 

member of the Central Com­

mittee by the 9th Party Congress in 1969. The 10th and 11th 

Congresses confirmed her membership. In 1970 Lii was pro­

moted vice-chairman of the Provincial Revolutionary Com­

mittee and in 1971 she was also elected vice secretary of the 

CCP Provincial Committee. Since 1975 she has also been a 

member of the Standing Committee of the Fourth National 

Congress and since June 1977, CCP secretary of the Hopei 

Provincial Party Committee.

Ma Hsing-yuan Jr] -7-7 7T >

Ma is a cadre in Fukien province where he had been vice­

director of the Agricultural Work Department before the 

Cultural Revolution. Reactivated in 1974, he was made 

CCP secretary of Fukien province in 1975.

Ma Hui J3

Ma has been on active military service since Revolution. 

Having been a commander of the Hopei Military District 

ever since 1964, he is now the senior commander of a 

military district in the People's Republic. In 1968 he was 

also made vice-chairman of the Hopei Provincial Revolu­

tionary Committee and in 1971, secretary of the Hopei 

Provincial Party Committee, too.

Ma Li _Q)

Ma is a provincial cadre who made his career in Szechuan 

and Hopei provinces. Identified as first CCP secretary in 

Tangshan in 1960, he was called to Peking in July 1966 

to become a Party secretary, after the local Party leaders 

under P'eng Chen had been among the first victims of the 

Cultural Revolution. In 1971 Ma was made deputy secreta­

ry of the Hopei Provincial Party Committee and in 1972, 

vice-chairman of the Hopei Provincial Revolutionary Com­

mittee. Since March 1977 he has been first Party secretary 

and chairman of the Revolutionary Committee in Kueichou, 

as well as first political commissar in the Kueichou Military 

District.

MaWen-jui

Ma's career began in Kansu and Shensi during the early 

forties. In 1954 he was appointed minister of labour and 

in 1956, the 8th Party Congress elected him an alternate 

member of the Central Committee. In January 1967 Ma 

was denounced as an anti-Party counter-revolutionary 

revisionist. Having been reactivated in 1974, he was identi­

fied as vice-minister of the Planning Commission in July 

1977.

Mao Chih-yung X?

Mao, who had been known as a CCP secretary and vice- 

chairman of the Peasants' Association in Hunan province 

since 1973, was made first CCP secretary, chairman of 

the Revolutionary Committee and first political commissar 

in Hunan province (or military district respectively).

Ni Chih-fu ft

Ni owes his political career to the fact that he succeeded in 

developing a new type of drilling machine while a worker of 

the No.1 Machine Factory in Peking. His merits as a model 

worker caused him to be elected a member of the Central 

Committee by the 9th Party Congress in 1969. In 1971 he 

was made a member of the Peking Party Committee's Stand­

ing Committee and in April 1973 elected chairman of the 

Peking Trade Unions. The 10th Party Congress having elect­

ed him an alternate member of the Politburo, the 11th 

raised him to full Politburo membership. In September 1973 

he was identified as CCP secretary of Peking and in April 

1976, as vice-chairman of the Peking Revolutionary Com­

mittee. After the Party Committee of Shanghai had been 

eliminated in connection with the Group of Four's fall, Ni 

was ordered to Shanghai where he was made second Party 

secretary and first vice-chairman of the Revolutionary Com­

mittee. In July 1977 he returned to Peking where he was 

made second Party secretary of the CCP Committee.

Nieh Feng-chili jiRj

Having taken part in the Long March, Nieh is one of the 

old military leaders. After the foundation of the People's 

Republic he rose to the rank of lieutenant-general in 1955 

and worked in East China as an Air Force commander in 

the Nanking Military Region. Having been appointed de­

puty commander of the Nanking Military Region in 1967, 

he disappeared shortly afterwards. In 1975 he was reactivat­

ed and made deputy commander of the Nanking Military 

Region again. Since the elimination of Ting Sheng he has 

been commander of that Region since May 1977.

Nieh Jung-chen J

Nieh is one of ten great military leaders during Revolution 

to be promoted marshals of the PLA in 1955, and he is 

one of four still alive. The 7th Party Congress in 1945 elect­

ed him member of the Central Committee and he has retained 

this membership until now. At the culminating point of 

the Cultural Revolution, Nieh was even made Politburo 

member in 1967 but was not reelected to Politburo member­

ship under the 9th Party Congress. Ever since 1952 Nieh 

has been active in civilian appointments at the centre, viz. 

vice-chairman of the National Defence Council (1954-19651 

chairman of the Scientific Planning Commission (1957-Aug 

1958), chairman of the Commission for Science and Tech­

nology (Nov 1958-Cultural Revolution). In January 1975

the Fourth National People's Congress elected him vice- 

chairman. The 11th Party Congress made him a Politburo 

member again.

Pa. sang (f) £j

Pa'sang's name first appeared 

in 1969 when she was a cadre 

in Tibet. In 1970 she was iden 

tified as vice-chairman of the 

Tibet Revolutionary Commit­

tee and in 1971, elected Party 

secretary in Tibet. The Tibet 

Women's Association made 

her chairman in July 1973. 

Pa‘sang comes from a serf's 

family in the Tibetan hsien of 

Konka.

On completion of two years' studies (1957-1959) at the Mi­

norities Institute, she joined the Chinese Communist Party 

as a member.in 1959. Her election to Central Committee 

membership by the 10th Party Congress distinguished her 

as the model of a minority national grown in the lap of the 

Communist Party. The Fourth National Congress elected her 

a member of its Standing Committee in January 1975.

Pai Ju-ping ’c7 z’X-

After the foundation of the People's Republic of China, 

Pai held minor posts in the centre until he became a provin­

cial cadre in Shantung where he rose to the position of a 

CCP secretary in 1959 and of a governor in 1963. Having 

been criticized during the Cultural Revolution, together 

with T'an Ch'i-lung, he reappeared in 1971 when he was 

identified, in January, as vice-chairman of the provincial 

Revolutionary Committee, and in April, as CCP secretary 

of Shantung province. The 10th Party Congress elected him 

a member of the Central Committee in 1973. Since 1974 

he has been first political commissar of the Tsinan Military 

Region and since 1975, first CCP secretary and chairman 

of the Revolutionary Committee of Shantung Province.

Pa i Tung-ts’ai

Pai has been a provincial cadre in Kiangsi province ever since 

1949 where he advanced to the post of a CCP secretary in 

1960, Denounced as a capitalist roader in February 1967, 

he reemerged as early as 1970 as a deputy secretary of 

Kiangsi province. In 1973 he was raised to the post of a 

Party secretary again. The 10th Party Congress in the same 

year elected him an alternate member of the Central Com­

mittee and the 11th elevated him a full member.

Paojih’lo’tai (f) 'jiL 3 Jpjj $

Pao'jih’lo'tai was a model herds- 

woman in the Wushenchao 

People's Commune in Inner Mon 

golia. Having thus become wide­

ly known, she was elected a 

member of the Central Commit­

tee by the 9th Party Congress in 

1969, her membership being 

confirmed by the 10th and 11th Party Congresses. In 

1974 she was identified as vice-chairman of the Inner 

Mongolian Revolutionary Committee, and in 1975 she 

was elected member of the Standing Committee of the 

Fourth National People's Congress as well as CCP secretary 

of the Inner Mongolian Party Committee.

P’eng Ch’ung

P'eng has risen from the First Front Army. After the found­

ation of the People's Republic he made his career as a pro­

vincial cadre, being made first Party secretary of Nanking 

in 1962 and Party secretary of Kiangsu province in 1965. 

In 1969 P'eng was elected alternate member of the 9th 

Central Committee and his alternate membership was con­

firmed by the 10th Congress in 1973. In 1970 was elected 

deputy CCP secretary of Kiangsi province to become first 

Party secretary of that province in 1975. After the fall of 

the Group of Four he was ordered to Shanghai where he 

has since been third CCP secretary, second vice-chairman 

of the Revolutionary Committee and second political com­

missar of the Nanking Military Region. The 11th Party Con­

gress did not only raise him to full membership of the 

Central Committee but also to full Politburo membership.

P’eng Shao-hui

P'eng has been on active mili­

tary service ever since 1928. 

In 1955 he was appointed 

lieutenant-general and in 1958, 

colonel-general. He has been 

deputy chief of the General 

Staff, without interruption, 

since 1954 and a member of 

the Standing Committee of the 

National People's Congress 

since 1959. P'eng was first 

elected to the Central Com­

mittee in 1969 and has retained his membership since. -

Saifudin (Chinese name: Sai Fu Ting)

Saifudin, an Uighur, studied in Moscow between 1938 and 

1942 and became a member of the Communist Party of 

the Soviet Union. In 1944 he became politically active in 

his native region of Sinkiang. In 1948 Saifudin joined the 

Chinese communists with whom he made a steady career 

both in Sinkiang and in the central government and Party. 

In 1955 he was made governor, deputy military comman­

der and CCP secretary of Sinkiang. One year later he was 

elected alternate member of the Central Committee of the 

Chinese Communist Party. All these posts he retained through­

out the Cultural Revolution. The 9th Party Congress having 

raised him to full membership of the Central Committee, 

Saifudin succeeded Lung Shu-chin, then the first man in 

Sinkiang, as first Party secretary and chairman of the

Revolutionary Committee of Sinkiang when Lung was eli­

minated in the summer of 1973. The 10th Party Congress 

in August 1973 gave him still more prestige by electing 

him to the Political Bureau as an alternate member, and 

the 11th confirmed his alternate membership to the Politburo
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Saifudin has also been a vice-chairman of the Standing Com­

mittee of the National People's Congress since 1954.

Su Chen-hua

Next to Wang Hung-wen Su was the cadre to whom the 

10th Party Congress in 1973 had opened the steepest career. 

He had been on active military service during Revolution, 

since about 1930, and had been distinguished for his merits 

in 1955 when he was given the rank of a colonel-general. 

Before the Cultural Revolution Su had appeared in such re­

latively modest positions as that of a political commissar 

of the Chinese Navy and a member of the National Defence 

Council. At the zenith of the Cultural Revolution, Su was 

criticized in connection with Ho Lung and disappeared for 

five years. Following his reactivation in March 1972, he 

was referred to as deputy commander of the Navy in Octo­

ber 1972. The 10th Party Congress in 1973 elected Su not 

only member of the Central Committee but also an alternate 

member of the Politburo. After the Group of Four's strong­

hold in Shanghai had been smashed, Su was identified in 

that city as a leading cadre in October 1976. In November 

1976 he was first referred to as first Party secretary and 

chairman of the Revolutionary Committee of the city of 

Shanghai. The 11th Party Congress has raised Su to full 

Politburo membership.

Su Ching

Su, a military leader with the rank of a lieutenant-general, 

served under Lin Piao during Revolution after the Long 

March, first in the First Frong Army and then in the Fourth 

Field Army. After the foundation of the People's Republic 

of China, his most important appointment was that of a 

vice-director of the PLA Organization Department. The 9th 

Party Congress elected him a member of the Central Com­

mittee and the 10th and 11th Congresses confirmed his 

membership. Since 1975 he has been vice-minister of the 

State Planning Commission.

Su Yi-nan O

Su is a provincial cadre who first worked in Anhui (from 

1951 onward) and then in Shantung (after 1963). When 

the Shantung Provincial Revolutionary Committee was 

founded, Su became its vice-chairman and since January 1977 

he has also been CCP secretary of that province.

Su Yu

Su is one of the great military leaders from the time of 

Revolution and was promoted to the rank of an Army gene­

ral in 1955. After the foundation of the People's Republic 

he was called to the centre in 1950 where he was given the 

following posts: deputy chief of the General Staff (1952- 

1954), chief of the General Staff (Sep 1954-Oct 1958), 

member of the National Defence Council (1954-Cultural 

Revolution, vice-minister of national defence (1959 until 

now). The 7th Party Congress having elected Su an alter­

nate member of the Central Committee, the 8th raised him 

to full membership, and the 10th and 11th Party Congresses 

confirmed this.

Sung P’ing

Sung is a provincial cadre. In 1960 he was identified as 

secretary-general of the Taiyuan Party Committee but dis­

appeared during the Cultural Revolution to reemerge in 

Kansu province in 1973 where he was found to be first 

Party secretary, chairman of the Revolutionary Committee 

and first political commissar of the Military District.

Sung Shih-lun

Sung is a graduate from the Whampoa Military Academy. 

Up to the time of the Long March, he served in guerilla 

units in Kiangsi province, and afterwards, under Lin Piao, 

in the 8th Route Army. In 1938 he was transferred to the 

New Fourth Army and in the final stage of the Revolutionary 

War, to the Third Field Army. During the Korean War, Sung 

was commander of an Army corps. In 1954 he became head 

of the Higher Infantry School. Promoted to the rank of a 

colonel-general in 1955, he was elected alternate member 

of the Central Committee by the 8th Party Congress. Hav­

ing been made deputy superintendent of the Military Science 

Academy, Sung disappeared during the Cultural Revolution 

but was reactivated in 1972. The 10th Party Congress in 

1973 elected him again an alternate member of the Central 

Committee. Since that time he has also been president of 

the PLA Academy of Military Science, and the 11th Party 

Congress raised him to full membership of the Central Com­

mittee.

Tai Kuang-ch’ien Jh

Tai is a newcomer from Kuangtung province.

T’an Chen-lin

One of Mao Tse-tung's close 

associates since the autumn 

harvest uprising in Hunan in 

1927, T'an was entrusted with 

a number of military and po­

litical appointments. After the 

foundation of the People's Re­

public he was called to the 

centre where he was given the 

following posts: deputy secre­

tary-general of the Communist 

Party of China (1955-Sep 1956), 

member of the CCP secretariat 

(1956-Cultural Revolution; vice-premier (1959-Cultural Revo­

lution), vice-chairman of the State Planning Commission and 

director of the Staff Office for Agriculture and Forestry under 

the State Council (1962-Cultural Revolution). The 7th Party 

Congress having elected T'an alternate member of the Central 

Committee in 1945, the 8th Congress raised him to full mem­

bership in 1956. The Second Plenary Session of the 8th 

Central Committee even made him a Politburo member in 

May 1958 but the 9th Party Congress in 1969 left him out 

completely. His reelection to Central Committee membership 

by the 10th Party Congress marked his first reappearance 

after the Cultural Revolution. In 1975, the Fourth National 

Congress elected him vice-chairman.
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T’an Ch’i-lung

During Revolution T'an served in relatively unimportant 

positions as a troop commander and political commissar. 

After the foundation of the PR China he was activated as 

a provincial cadre, first in Chekiang (until 1954) and then 

in Shantung where he rose to the post of a governor (in 

1958) and first Party secretary (in 1961). He is one of the 

few provincial cadres who went through the Cultural Re­

volution unharmed. The 8th Party Congress having elected 

him an alternate member of the Central Committee, his 

alternate membership was confirmed by the 9th Congress. 

He was then CCP secretary and vice-chairman of the Revo­

lutionary Committee of Fukien province but was ordered 

to go to Chekiang in 1972 where he was made first Party 

secretary, chairman of the Revolutionary Committee and 

first political commissar of the Military District in 1973. In 

March 1977 he was appointed to the same posts in Chekiang, 

after having become a Central Committee full member as a 

result of the 10th Party Congress. His membership was con­

firmed by the 11th.

T’an Ying-chi

During Revolution T'an was a regimental commander in the 

New Fourth Army. Having been identified as a provincial 

cadre in Kuangsi province since 1950, he rose to the positions 

of vice-governor (in 1955) and Party secretary (in 1957). 

Purged in the Cultural Revolution he was again reactivated 

in Kuangsi province in 1972 and has been a CCP secretary 

and vice-chairman of the Provincial Revolutionary Commit­

tee there. The 11th Party Congress elected T'an a full mem­

ber of the Central Committee for the first time.

T’ang K’e

T'ang has served in the governmental apparatus since 1952, 

most of the time in the Ministry for the Petroleum Industry 

whose vice-minister he was made in 1965. Denounced as a 

corrupt element during the Cultural Revolution, he was re­

activated in the old ministry in 1971. In March 1976 he was 

transferred to the Ministry for the Metallurgical Industry 

where he was first vice-minister and then became minister 

in July 1977. T'ang K'e had not been a Central Committee 

member until the 11th Party Congress elected him.

Teng Hsiao-p’ing d’

The posts now held by Teng are: Member of the CCP Central 

Committee; member of the Standing Committee of the 

Politburo; vice-chairman of the Central Committee of the 

CCP; vice-chairman of the Military Council under the Central 

Committee of the CCP; vice-premier, and chief of the Ge­

neral Staff.

Teng Ying-ch’ao (f)

Teng, Chou En-lai's widow 

and married to him for 50 

years, has been chiefly con­

cerned with the problems of 

women. She has been vice- 

chairman of the Women's 

Association since 1949. Since 1957 she has also been a 

member of the Standing Committee of the National People's 

Congress. The 7th Party Congress in 1945 having elected 

her an alternate member of the Central Committee, the 8th 

raised her to full membership in 1956. In December 1976 

Teng was appointed vice-chairman of the National People's 

Congress.

T’ieh Ying J#

Prior to the Cultural Revolution T'ieh was political com-, 

missar of the Choushan country in Kiangsi province. In 

1972 he became CCP secretary and vice-chairman of the 

Revolutionary Committee in that province and in March 

1977, first Party secretary, chairman of the Provincial Re­

volutionary Committee and first political commissar of the 

Military District of Kiangsi province. He was newly elected 

to the Central Committee as a full member by the 11th 

Party Congress.

T’ien Pao IfL

T'ien Pao is identical with Songgi Ishi, a name by which he 

was known until the Cultural Revolution. He is a Tibetan 

national and associated with the Communist movement 

ever since the Long March. After the foundation of the 

People's Republic he first served in Tibet where he was 

chairman of the Tibet Autonomous Region until 1955. 

He was then transferred to a part of Szechuan province 

which is inhabited by Tibetan settlers and was given auto­

nomy under the name of Kantzu region. The 8th Party 

Congress having elected T'ien an alternate member of the 

Central Committee, he was raised to a full member by the 

9th in 1969. Since the Cultural Revolution T'ien has again 

worked in Tibet where he was made vice-chairman of the 

Revolutionary Committee in 1968, political commissar of 

the Tibet Military Region (until 1971), and CCP secretary 

in 1971. In 1976 he was also appointed second political 

commissar of the Tibet Military District.

T ing K’e-tse *]’

Ting, a deserving worker, was elected a full member of 

the Central Committee by the 10th Party Congress in 1973 

when he was chairman of the Trade Unions of Wuhsi city. 

Since May 1977, he has been vice-chairman of the Provin­

cial Revolutionary Committee and member of the CCP 

Standing Committee of Kiangsu province.

Ting Kuo-yii T |J

Ting's career has been unusual. After the foundation of 

the People's Republic he worked in the diplomatic service, 

first as an ambassador to Afghanistan (1955-1958) and 

afterwards (until 1966) as an ambassador to Pakistan. After 

P'eng Chen had been purged early in the Cultural Revolu­

tion, Ting became secretary of the Party Committee of Peking 

Municipality, a position he again occupied when the CCP 

Committee was reestablished in 1971. In 1970 he was made 

a member of the Peking Revolutionary Committee's Stand­

ing Committee. In 1972 he was also identified as a vice- 

chairman of the Revolutionary Committee and CCP
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secretary of Tsinghua University. The fact that the 10th 

Party Congress elected him a member of the Central Com­

mittee was then considered as a by-product of the incident 

at the Tsinghua University. In 1974 Ting was made vice- 

chairman of the Peking Revolutionary Committee.

Ts’ai Ch’ang (f) $

Ts'ai is the widow of Li Fu-

ch'un,once the People's Re­

public's leading cadre in eco­

nomy, who died in 1975. 

Having been closely associated 

with Mao Tse-tung since child­

hood, Ts'ai has been the lead­

ing cadre in the CCP's women's 

movement. She has been a full 

member of the CCP Central 

Committee since the 6th Party 

Congress which met in Moscow 

in 1928. Her prominence may

be gathered from the fact that she was the only woman 

elected both to the 6th and the 7th Party Congresses. She 

has been chairman of the Women's Association since 1949.

In 1975 the Fourth National People's Congress elected her 

vice-chairman.

Ts’ai Hsiao

When elected to the 10th

Committee and one year latei 

vincial Sports Liaison Office.

Central Committee in 1973, 

Ts'ai was an unknown person. 

As a native of Taiwan he 

seems to owe his rise to the 

growing interest with which 

Taiwan is meeting in the poli­

cy of the People's Republic. 

At the end of 1975 Ts'ai was 

identified as a cadre of the 

United Front Work Depart­

ment of the CCP's Central 

, as director of the Taiwan Pro-

Ts’ao Li-huai

Ts'ao has been on active mili­

tary service since the Long 

March. Having taken part in 

the Long March hewas made 

lieutenant-general and vice­

commander of the Air Force 

in 1956. Though he was one 

of Lin Piao's crew and pro­

bably owed his election to the 

9th Central Committee in 

1969 to him, Ts'ao outlived 

his former boss and his Central 

Committee membership was confirmed by both the 10th 

and the 11th Party Congresses.

Ts’ao Yi-ou <f>

Ts'ao is the widow of K'ang 

Sheng. When the 9th Party 

Congress allowed two women 

to rise to Politburo member­

ship - Chiang Ch'ing as Mao 

Tse-tung's wife and Yeh Ch'iin 

as Lin Piao's wife -, it was con­

sidered proper that Ts'ao, as 

the wife of one of the five 

members of the Standing Com­

mittee of the Politburo,should 

at least become a Central Com­

mittee member. This membership was confirmed by the 

10th and 11th Party Congresses, though Ts'ao had never ap­

peared in any other position but that of a deputy to the 

National People's Congress (since 1959). The Fourth Na­

tional Congress elected her a member of the Standing Com­

mittee in 1975.

Tseng Shao-shan dl

Tseng has been on active military service since the time of 

the Long March. In 1958 he was first identified as lieutenant- 

general, and in 1966, as deputy commander of the Shenyang 

Military Region. The 9th Party Congress having elected him, 

for the first time, a member of the Central Commission, he 

was made vice-chairman of the Liaoning Provincial Revolu­

tionary Committee ( in 1969? ), political commissar of 

the Shenyang Military Region (in 1969) and second CCP 

secretary of Liaoning province (in 1971). In 1975 he was 

raised to the positions of a first Party secretary and chair­

man of the Revolutionary Committee in Liaoning province.

Tseng Szu-yii 5-

Tseng has been on active mili­

tary service since the time of 

the Long March. Asa lieute­

nant-general he rose to the 

position of a commander of 

the Shenyang Military Region 

during the fifties. In 1960 he 

had to cede this position to 

Ch'en Hsi-lien. In 1967 hewas 

identified to command the 

Wuhan Military Region and 

in that capacity was elected 

chairman of the Hupei Provincial Revolutionary Committee 

when the committee was founded in 1968. The 9th Party 

Congress having elected Tseng a member of the Central 

Committee, Tseng was also made first CCP secretary of 

Hupei province in 1971. As a result of the Army reshuffle in 

January 1974 he became commander of the Tsinan Mili­

tary Region, without having any other provincial appoint­

ment.

TsungHsi-yun

Tsung has been deputy to the National People's Congress 

for Kirin province since the second Congress in 1959. He
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owes his election to that post to his distinction as a model 

worker in the Wulinli colliery. The 9th Party Congress hav­

ing elected him, for the first time, a member of the Central 

Committee - which he still is -, he was made chairman of 

the Trade Unions in Kirin province in June 1973 and in 1974, 

member of the Standing Committee of the CCP Party Com­

mittee and vice-chairman of the Kirin Provincial Revolution­

ary Committee.

TuYi-te & l’&

During the final stage of Revolution, Tu was a military leader 

in East China. Having fought in the Korean War in 1951, he 

was appointed vice-commander of the PLA Navy in 1961, 

then a vice-admiral. In 1965 he was made deputy political 

commissar of the Navy, eliminated in 1967, reactivated in 

1972, and returned to his post in 1975.

Tuan Chiin-yi

On completion of his technical studies at the Tsinan University, 

Tuan began to work for the Kuomintang in 1937 but joined 

the Communists about 1947. After the foundation of the 

People's Republic he became an administrative cadre in 

Southwest China to be called to the centre in 1952. Until 

1960 he was vice-minister of the First Machine-Building 

Ministry and between 1960 and the Cultural Revolution, 

minister in the same ministry. His first reappearance after 

the Cultural Revolution was when the 10th Party Congress 

elected him a member of the Central Committee. In February 

1977 Tuan was made minister of railways which he still is.

Ulanfu J?.

Uianfu, a Mongolian, was among the most prominent cadres 

attacked and purged in the course of the Cultural Revolu­

tion. At that time he had a great number of posts: alter­

nate member of the CCP Central Committee; 2nd secretary 

of the North China Bureau in the CCP Central Committee; 

first Party secretary and chairman of the Revolutionary Com­

mittee of the Inner Mongolian Autonomous Region; com­

mander of the Inner Mongolian Military Region; vice-premier, 

and chairman of the Commission for Minority Affairs under 

the State Council. The 10th Party Congress in 1973 having 

reelected Ulanfu a member of its Central Committee, he 

was also elected vice-chairman of the Fourth National People's 

Congress in 1975. In July 1977 he was identified as director 

of the United Front Work Department under the Central 

Committee of the CCP. The 11th Party Congress now elected 

him member of the Politburo. This makes him one of the 

potential candidates to the position of chairman of the 

National People's Congress vacant since Chu Te's recent 

death, other potential candidates being Wu Te and Wei Kuo- 

ch'ing.

Wan Li

Wan studied in France.Having been appointed vice-minister of 

building construction in 1952, he became minister for urban 

construction in 1956 until he was made Party secretary of 

Peking Municipality in 1958. In 1966 he was publicly accus­

ed of being Liu Shao-ch'i's faithful follower,and disappeared

only to be reactivated in 1971. In 1974 he was again CCP 

secretary of Peking, and in January 1975, he was appoint­

ed minister of railways until he was once more dismissed 

after the T'ien-an-men incident in April 1976. He then 

reappeared again to take part in the May Day ceremonies 

in Peking in 1977. In June 1977 he was made first CCP 

secretary, chairman of the Revolutionary Committee and 

first political commissar of Anhui province.

Wan Ta

Wan is a cadre in Honan province where he had reached 

the position of Party secretary by 1965. He is now vice- 

chairman of the Hunan Provincial Revolutionary Commit­

tee (first identified there in 1970) and Party secretary as 

well as Trade Union chairman in Hunan province (first iden­

tified in these posts in 1973).

Wang Ch’ao-chu

Wang has distinguished him­

self as a worker-engineer tak­

ing part in the construction of 

the Yangtze bridge at Nanking. 

This is the reason why the 9th 

Party Congress in 1969 elected 

him member of the Central Com­

mittee, the 10th and 11th Party 

Congresses confirming his 

membership. In 1970 he was 

first identified as vice-chairman

of the Kiangsu Provincial Revo­

lutionary Committee and in 

June 1973, as chairman of the 

Hupei Provincial Trade Unions.

Wang Chen JT

Between about 1930 and 1956

Wang Chen was on active mili­

tary service and was promoted 

to the rank of a colonel-general 

in 1955 for his merits in the 

Army. When the People's Republic 

was founded he was stationed in 

Sinkiang where he was commander 

of the Military Region until 1954. 

In that year he was called to the 

centre to become commander of 

the PLA Railway Corps. In 1956

Wang left the PLA and was appointed minister for state farms 

and land reclamation, a post he retained until the Cultural Re­

volution. The 7th Party Congress in 1945 having elected him 

an alternate member of the CCP Central Committee, he was

raised to full membership by the 8th and has been a Central 

Committee member ever since. In January 1975 the Fourth

National Congress elected Wang vice-premier.

Wang Cheng JL

Wang joined the revolutionary movement in 1929. He was 

responsible for the establishment of communications in the
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PLA from very modest beginnings. For his merits he was 

promoted to the rank of a lieutenant-general in 1955 and 

in 1959, appointed commander of the Communications 

Corps of the PLA. After the foundation of the PR China 

Wang was also active in several governmental positions, 

including that of a vice-minister of the Fourth Machine- 

Building Ministry (since 1964). He was purged during the 

Cultural Revolution not to reemerge until 1972. The 10th 

Party Congress having elected him member of the Central 

Committee in 1973 and the 11th confirming his member­

ship, the Fourth National People's Congress re-appointed 

him minister of the Fourth Ministry of Machine-Building 

in 1975.

Wang Ch’ien _JL

Wang began his career as a provincial cadre in Shansi pro­

vince where he was made Party secretary in 1955 and go­

vernor in 1965. In January 1967 he was accused of mak­

ing Shansi a strategic base for restoring capitalism and 

purged. His election to the Central Committee as an alter­

nate member by the 10th Party Congress in 1973, marked 

his first reappearance after the Cultural Revolution. In

1974 he was again made Party secretary and vice-chairman 

of the Revolutionary Committee of Shansi province and 

since September 1975 he has been first Party secretary and 

chairman of the Revolutionary Committee in that province.

Wang En-mao

Wang joined the Communist movement in 1927. In 1938 

he was was found to be a political commissar of a regiment 

in the 120th Division of the 8th Route Army. During the 

final stage of the revolutionary war, he was serving in the 

First Field Army. In 1949 Wang was a cadre in Sinkiang 

where he rose to the position of first Party secretary in 

1955 and of commander of the Military Region in 1956. 

He was made lieutenant-general in 1955. The 8th Party Con­

gress in 1956 elected him a member of its Central Commit­

tee, but the 9th degraded him to alternate membership in 

1969. He then disappeared until he reemerged in 1973. In

1975 he was identified as deputy political commissar of 

the Nanking Military Region and since March 1977 he has 

been first CCP secretary, chairman of the Revolutionary 

Committee and first political commissar of the Military 

District in Kirin province. In August 1977 he was also made 

vice-commander of the Shenyang Military Region.

Wang Feng

Wang had completed his studies at Peking University when 

he joined the Communist movement. During the revolution­

ary war he served in various units in North China and, after 

1947, in Northwest China. In 1955 he was appointed vice­

director of the United Front Work Department under the 

CCP Central Committee. In 1958, he was elected alternate 

member of the 8th Central Committee of the CCP and first 

CCP secretary of Ninghsia province. In 1961 he was appoint­

ed to the same post in Kansu province. Having been accused, 

in September 1966, of being a three anti-element and purged, 

he did not reappear until he was elected member of the 

Central Committee by the 11th Party Congress. A couple of 

days later he was identified as first vice-chairman of the 

Sinkiang Revolutionary Committee.

Wang Hsiu-hsiu (f) JE

Wang is a newcomer.

Wang Kuang-yii

Wang has always been a provincial cadre in Anhui where 

he rose to the post of a vice-governor in 1956 and to that 

of Party secretary in 1959. Having been reactivated after 

the Cultural Revolution in 1974, he was again made Party 

secretary and, in 1975, vice-chairman of the Anhui Provin 

cial Revolutionary Committee.

Wang Kuo-fan JL li4 -T-

As a model worker of the Chien- 

ming production brigade in the 

Tsuchua hsien, Wang was elected 

deputy to the Second National 

People's Congress on behalf of 

Hopei province in 1959. He re­

tained this position in the Third 

National People's Congress. It 

is to this distinction that he owes 

his rise to membership of the 

CCP Central Committee as a re­

sult of the 9th Party Congress in

1969. The 10th and 11th Congresses confirmed this membership.

Wang Lin-ho

Wang was first known as an industrial model worker in Shang­

hai when he became a vice-chairman of the Youth League in 

Shanghai in 1962. His election to membership of the Central 

Committee of the CCP by the 11th Party Congress marks his 

first reappearance after the Cultural Revolution.

Wang Mao-ch’iian JL j\

Wang is a member of the Fourth National People's Congress's 

Standing Committee and it is now the first time that he has 

been elected to the Central Committee.

Wang Meng X Uz

Wang has risen from the PLA 

unit No.4800 which was sta­

tioned in Hopei province. In 

1971 he was appointed minister 

of the Commission of Physical 

Culture and Sports but had to 

cede this position to Chuang 

Tse-tung, a favourite of Chiang 

Ch'ing's, in January 1975. In 

1976 he reemerged as a leading 

cadre of the Wuhan Military 

Region. After the fall of the

Group of Four, Wang returned to his former post as minister 

for physical culture and sports in March 1977.

Wang Ming-chang (see next page)
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Wang Ming-chang

Wang is a newcomer.

Wang Pi-ch’eng j£~ ,4^

Wang has been on active military service since the mid­

thirties and was therefore made a lieutenant-general. After 

the foundation of the People's Republic of China, he 

was a military leader in Shanghai and Nanking (deputy 

commander of the Military Region from 1961 until 1967). 

After the Cultural Revolution he reemerged in 1970, when 

he was identified as deputy commander of the Kunming 

Military Region whose commander he became in 1972.

He was made second CCP secretary in 1971 and 

first vice-chairman of the Revolutionary Committee in 

1972, both in Yunnan province. The 10th Party Congress 

elected Wang a member of the Central Committee for the 

first time, and the 11th confirmed his membership. In 

1976 he was degraded to the level of Party secretary in 

Yunnan.

Wang P’ing -sj2'

Wang is one of the participants in the Long March and 

afterwards commanded military units in North China. After 

the foundation of the PR China he became commander of 

the Chahar Military District and, in 1951, was called to 

take part in the Korean War. Having been appointed de­

puty political commissar of the Chinese People's Volun­

teers in Korea, he was promoted to the rank of a colonel­

general in 1955. On his return to China in 1959, Wang was 

appointed political commissar of the Nanking Military Re­

gion. In the Cultural Revolution he was dismissed from his 

offices and subjected himself to self-criticism for having 

been a close associate of P'eng Te-huai's. In May 1975 he 

was reactivated and in October of the same year was ap­

pointed political commissar of the Wuhan Military Region.

Wang Shih-t’ai

Wang began to serve in the Communist movement of his 

native province of Shensi as early as 193u. After the foun­

dation of the People's Republic he first worked in North­

west China but was then called to the centre to become 

vice-minister of railways in 1952 until he was appointed 

vice-chairman of the Commission of Construction. The 

8th Party Congress having elected him an alternate mem­

ber of the Central Committee, Wang became Party secretary 

of Kansu province in 1961 and was elected member of the 

Standing Committee of the Third National People's Con­

gress in 1965. Purged in 1967for being a capitalist reader, 

he was reactivated in 1975 when the Fourth National People's 

Congress reelected him a member of the Standing Commit­

tee of the Congress.

Wang Shou-tao JL.

Wang was closely associated with Mao Tse-tung as early as 

1922. During Revolution he was busy organizing Peasants' 

Associations and also worked as political commissar of com­

bat units. After the foundation of the People's Republic 

Wang was given a number of posts; From 1950 until 1952

he was governor and f irst Party secretary of Hunan pro­

vince; from 1952 until 1958, vice-minister of transport; 

from 1957 until 1959, director of the State Council's 

Staff Office for Transport and Communications; from 

1958 until 1964, minister of transport; from 1964 until 

the Cultural Revolution, secretary of the Centra! South 

China Bureau under the CCP Central Committee. When 

the Revolutionary Commit­

tee of Kuangtung Province 

was established in 1968, 

Wang was elected its vice- 

chairman, a position he still 

occupies. The 7th Party Con­

gress in 1945 having elected 

him an alternate member of 

the Central Committee, he 

was raised to full membership 

by the 8th in 1956 and has 

retained this membership ever 

since.

Wang Tung-hsing

Wang became known in 1947 when he was a bodyguard 

to Mao Tse-tung. After the foundation of the People's Re­

public Wang worked in the centre where he was appointed 

vice-minister of public security in 1955. After a short inter­

lude as vice-governor and Party secretary in his native pro­

vince of Kiangsi from 1958 until 1959, he returned to his 

old position as a vice-minister of public security in the 

central government. The 9th Party Congress having elected 

him a member of the Central Committee and an alternate 

member of the Politburo in 1969, the 10th raised him to 

full membership of the Politburo. Since 1971 Wang has also 

been director of the General Office of the CCP Central Com­

mittee. The 11th Party Congress again raised Wang's pres­

tige by making him a member of the Politburo's Standing 

Committee and a vice-chairman of the CCP Central Commit­

tee. This seems to have been the reward for his having play­

ed a key-role in the elimination of the Group of Four.

Wang Yi-p’ing

Wang is a provincial cadre whose career began in Shansi, 

and continued in Fukien and Shanghai where he first ap­

peared in 1956 and had attained the post of a CCP secre­

tary by the time the Cultural Revolution began. Purged 

during that event, he was reactivated in 1972 when he emerg­

ed as a vice-chairman of the Shanghai Revolutionary Com­

mittee. He was not heard of again until he was identified as 

Party secretary of Shanghai in January 1977.

Wei Kuo-ch’ing -$-?

Wei was distinguished for his military merits during Revo­

lution by being made major-general. Having been called 

to the Centre in 1957 to become a member of the National 

Defence Council and vice-chairman of the Commission for 

Minority Affairs (Wei being a Chuang national), Wei was 

ordered to go to his native province of Kuangsi where he 

became governor and Party secretary. After the foundation
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of the Kuangsi Autonomous Region he became its chair­

man in 1958 and was made first CCP secretary in 1961. 

Wei is one of the few provincial cadres to survive unharmed 

during the Cultural Revolution. When the Kuangsi Autono­

mous Region's Revolutionary Committee was founded in 

1968, W ei oecame its chairman and was appointed first 

Party secretary in 1971 when the Party Committee of the 

Region was reestablished. The 8th Party Congress having 

elected Wei an alternate member of the Central Committee, 

the 9th raised him to full membership and the 10th even 

made him a Politburo member. Since the reshuffle of the 

PLA leadership in January 1974 Wei has also been first po­

litical commissar of the Canton Military Region. The Fourth 

National People's Congress elected him vice-chairman of its 

Standing Committee in 1975. In October 1975 he was trans­

ferred to Kuangtung province where he has been f irst Party 

secretary and chairman of the Revolutionary Committee 

since.

Wu Ch’iian-ch’ing -IL

Wu is leader of the "Iron Drilling Team'' of the Taching 

Oilfield and vice-chairman of the Taching Revolutionary 

Committee.

Wu Hsiu-ch’iian fe fl

Wu studied in the Soviet Union 

from 1926 until 1930. In 1934/ 

1935 he took part in the Long 

March. In 1936 he was entrust­

ed with the direction of the 

Foreign Department of the CCP 

Central Committee. In 1945 he 

was one of the cadres associated 

with Lin Piao to be ordered to 

go to Manchuria. After the 

People's Republic had been 

founded, Wu was called to the 

centre to work in the Ministry of Foreign Affairs as head of 

the Department for the Soviet Union and Eastern Europe. In 

1951 he was appointed vice-minister of foreign affairs. From 

1955 until 1958 he was made ambassador to Yugoslavia. The 

8th Party Congress having elected him a member of the CCP 

Central Committee, Wu was head of the International Rela­

tions Department under the CCP Central Committtee from 

1959 until the Cultural Revolution. In 1967 Wu was denounc­

ed as a counterrevolutionary element and purged. Reactivated 

in September 1974, Wu was elected a member of the Standing 

Committee of the Fourth National People's Congress in Janu­

ary 1975 and in May 1975 he was identified as deputy chief of 

the PLA General Staff.

Wu Kuei-hsien (f)

Wu owes her political career to the fact that she has distin­

guished herself as a model worker of the No.1 Northwest 

China National Textile Factory in Shensi province. The 9th

Party Congress having elect­

ed her a member of the Cen­

tral Committee in 1969, the 

10th did not only confirm 

her membership but also made 

Wu an alternate member of 

the Politburo. In her native 

province of Shensi, she was 

elected member of the Revo­

lutionary Committee and de­

puty Party secretary in 1971, 

to rise to the post of Party se­

cretary in 1973. The Fourth

National People's Congress in January 1975 elected Wu a 

vice-premier. The only Politburo cadre associated with the 

Group of Four to have survived the Group's fall, she was 

deprived of her Politburo membership by the 11th Party 

Congress but allowed to retain membership to the Central 

Committee.

Wu Te

Wu served the Communist Revolution from about 1940 on­

ward. After the foundation of the People's Republic he 

first worked in the Centre, as a vice-minister for the fuel in­

dustry (until 1950). Hethen became active as a provincial 

cadre, first as a deputy CCP secretary (until 1956) and de­

puty mayor of Tientsin City (until 1953) and from 1953 

until 1955, as mayor of Tientsin City. In 1956 he was or­

dered to go to Manchuria where he became first Party secre­

tary of Kirin province. In the same year the 8th Party Con­

gress elected him an alternate member of the Central Com­

mittee. Wu's rise to the top leadership became visible after 

the elimination of P'eng Chen from his post as the leading 

Party secretary of the Chinese capital during the early stages 

of the Cultural Revolution. Wu was ordered from Kirin to 

Peking in June 1966 to assume the position of a second 

Party secretary in the capital. When the Peking Revolution­

ary Committee was founded in 1967 he became its vice- 

chairman, with Hsieh Fu-chih in the chair. The 9th Party 

Congress raised him to full Central Committee membership. 

In 1971 Wu was elected Party secretary of Peking City and 

after the death of Hsieh Fu-chih on March 26,1972, he 

rose to the post of first CCP secretary and of chairman of 

the Peking Revolutionary Committee. From 1973 until 

January 1975 Wu was also head of the Cultural Group under 

the State Council which showed him to enjoy the special 

confidence of Chiang Ch'ing. This explains his rise to Polit­

buro membership under the 10th Central Committee. In 

1975 the Fourth National People's Congress also elected 

him vice-chairman of its Standing Committee . He was the 

last leading cadre to have called for Teng Hsiao-p'ing criti­

cism as late as November 1976, when the Group of Four 

had already fallen.

Yang Ch’eng-wu 7^ 7^

Yang has been on active military service since 1929. He 

served in the First Front Army, the 115th Division under 

the 8th Route Army, and the Second Field Army. From
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1951 until 1952 he command­

ed the 66th, 67th and 68th Ar­

mies of the Chinese People's 

Volunteers in the Korean War 

and subsequently became chief 

of staff of the North China Mi­

litary Region. Promoted to the 

rank of colonel-general, Yang 

was appointed commander of 

the Air Defence Command 

and elected alternate member 

of the CCP Central Committee 

in 1956. In 1959 he was made

deputy chief of the PLA General Staff and when Lo Jui-ch'ing 

had been dismissed, Yang became acting chief of staff in 

1966.In March 1968 he was himself purged for opposing Mao 

Tse-tung and Lin Piao. After reactivation in July 1974, Yang 

is once more deputy chief of the PLA General Staff (since 

December 1974).

Yang Ching-jen

Yang is a Hui national. As early as 1941 he was chiefly 

concerned with minority affairs and after the foundation of 

the People's Republic of China he became a cadre in the 

Commission on Nationality Affairs whose vice-chairman 

he was made in 1954. Having been very busy with activities 

in the Centre, chiefly as chairman of friendship societies 

with Muslim countries, he was appointed chairman of the 

Ninghsia Autonomous Region in 1960 and first Party se­

cretary of that Region in 1961. In August 1967 Yang was 

denounced as a capitalist roader and disappeared. His re­

cent election to the Central Committee as a full member 

by the 11th Party Congress marks his first reappearance 

after the Cultural Revolution.

Yang Te-chih

Yang was a military leader as 

early as 1928, and has the 

rank of a colonel-general (ap­

pointment in 1955). After 

the foundation of the People's 

Republic of China, Yang was 

appointed chief of the general 

staff of the Chinese People's 

Volunteers in the Korean War. 

From February 1953 until 

October 1954 he was deputy 

commander, and then, until 

March 1955, commander of 

the Chinese Volunteers. In

1956 the 8th Party Congress elected Yang an alternate mem 

ber of the CCP Central Committee. In 1958 he was appoint­

ed commander of the Tsinan Military Region. When the 

Shantung Provincial Revolutionary Committee was founded 

he was elected its first vice-chairman, to become chairman, 

after Wang Hsiao-yu had been eliminated in 1971. Yang was 

also elected first Party secretary when the Shantung Provin­

cial Party Committee was reestablished in the same year.

The 9th Party Congress having raised Yang to full mem­

bership of the Central Committee, the 10th and Tith Con­

gresses have confirmed his membership. As a result of the 

military reshuffle in January 1974, he was'appointed com­

mander of the Wuhan Military Region.

Yang Yi-ch’en 4$

Yang is a provincial cadre. Having been governor of Liao- 

hsi province from 1951 until 1954, he became active in 

Heilungkiang province where he attained the positions of 

a CCP secretary and vice-governor until he was purged as 

a result of the Cultural Revolution. After his reactivation 

in 1973, he was again made CCP secretary and vice-chair­

man of the Revolutionary Committee in Heilungkiang 

province.

Yang Yung $

Yang has been a military leader since 1927 and was made 

colonel-general for his merits in 1955. After the founda­

tion of the People's Republic, he first became commander 

of the Air Force in Southwest China until he was made 

second deputy commander of the Chinese People's Volun­

teers in Korea in 1954. From 1955 until 1958 he was 

their commander. The 8th Party Congress having elected 

him an alternate member of the Central Committee in 

1956, Yang was appointed commander of the Peking Mili­

tary Region in 1960 and deputy Chief of the General Staff 

in 1962. He disappeared during the Cultural Revolution but 

reemerged in the summer of 1972. In July 1973 Yang was 

identified as holding a number of important positions, as 

follows: commander of the Sinkiang Military Region, se­

cond CCP secretary and vice-chairman of the Sinkiang Auto­

nomous Region. One month later the 10th Party Congress 

elected him member of the Central Committee for the first 

time in 1973. In August 1977 Yang ceded his appointment 

as a commander of the Sinkiang Military Region to Liu Chen. 

No new appointment has been referred to yet.

Yao Yi-lin

At the final stage of the re­

volutionary war, Yao was 

known to be secretary-general 

of the North China Bureau 

under the CCP Central Com­

mittee. When the People's Re­

public was founded, Yao was 

called to the centre where he 

was vice-minister of trade until 

he became minister of trade 

in 1962. The 8th Party Con­

gress elected Yao an alternate 

member of the Central Committee in a by-election in 1958. 

Having been denounced as a three-anti element of the P'eng 

Chen clique in February 1967, he was reactivated in 1973 

when he was elected an alternate member of the Central 

Committee. Shortly afterwards, he was identified as vice- 

minister of trade and in April 1977, he was made first
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vice-minister of foreign trade.

Yeh Chien-ying cj"

Yeh is one of the ten great military leaders from the time 

of Revolution to have been made marshals in 1955. He 

has been active in the centre ever since the foundation of 

the People's Republic. His appointments include that of 

a vice-chairman of the National Defence Council (1954- 

now) and vice-chairman of the Military Council under the 

CCP Central Committee (1967 until now). The 7th Party 

Congress having elected him a member of the Central Com­

mittee, the 8th confirmed his membership. In 1967, while 

the 8th Party Congress was still in command, Yeh was 

raised to Politburo membership which has continued under 

the 9th, 10th and 11th Party Congresses. The'. 10th Party 

Congress even elected him a member of the Politburo's 

Standing Committee and the 11th confirmed this and also 

elected him vice-chairman of the CCP Central Committee. 

Yeh was also made minister of national defence in January 

1975.

Yeh Fei

Yeh joined the Communist movement as early as 1927. 

As a reward for his merits as a military leader, he was pro­

moted to the rank of a colonel-general, in 1955. After the 

foundation of the People's Republic he was active in East 

China. From 1955-1958 he was governor of Fukien pro­

vince and from 1958 until the Cultural Revolution, first 

Party secretary of that province. In 1956 the 8th Party 

Congress elected him an alternate member of the Central 

Committee. In August 1967 Yeh was denounced as a ca­

pitalist reader. His election to alternate membership by 

the 10th Party Committee in 1973 marks his reactivation 

after the Cultural Revolution. The Fourth National Con­

gress appointed him minister of communications in Janu­

ary 1975, and the 11th Party Congress raised him to full 

membership.

Yu T’ai-chimg &

During the Long March Yu commanded a battalion. Later 

on he was commander of a regiment in the 129th Division 

of the 8th Route Army and, during the final stage of the re­

volutionary war, a division. Having served in the Korean 

War between 1951 and 1953, Yu was promoted to the 

rank of a major-general. In 1961 he was given command 

over the 27th Army which was then stationed in Wuhsi. 

The 9th Congress in 1969 elected him an alternate member 

of the Central Committee. In 1971 he was made first Party 

secretary of the Inner Mongolian Autonomous Region, in 

1973, member of the CCP Central Committee and comman­

der of the Inner Mongolian Military District and in 1974, 

chairman of the Revolutionary Committee of the Inner 

Mongolian Autonomous Region.

YiiCh’iu li 4A X

Yu was a military leader during Revolution and was first 

identified at about the time of the Long March. For his me­

rits he was promoted to the rank of a lieutenant-general

in 1955. In 1952 he was called to the centre, first to work 

in the PLA General Staff and then, in 1958, to become a 

member of the government as minister for the petroleum 

industry. In 1965 he was also made vice-chairman of the 

Planning Commission. The 9th Party Congress having elect­

ed Yii a member of the Central Committee and the 10th 

having confirmed his membership in 1973, Yii was appointed 

minister of the Planning Commission of the State Council 

in 1972. The Fourth National People's Congress made him 

vice-premier in 1975 and the 11th Party Congress, member 

of the Politburo.

Yii Hung-liang -f*

Yii was chairman of the Trade Unions in Heilungkiang Pro­

vince when the 10th Party Congress elected him a member 

of the Central Committee. Some time afterwards, he was 

also identified as CCP secretary of Heilungkiang province.

Yii Ming-t’ao -f* 6)^

Yii is a provincial cadre in Hunan where he has worked 

since 1952. Having been elected CCP secretary of the pro­

vince in 1959, he was denounced as an anti-Party element 

in 1967. After his reactivation in 1971 he rose to the posi­

tion of a vice-chairman of the Revolutionary Committee 

and CCP secretary of Hunan Province, as well as to that of 

first Party secretary of Changsha City.

Yii Sang -J*

In 1964 Yii was appointed vice-minister of public security 

and has retained that position without any interruption.

In 1969 the 9th Party Congress elected him member of the 

Central Committee for the first time and the two following 

Congresses confirmed his membership.
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The 132 Alternate Members of the 11th Central Committee of the CCP

Chang Chen

Chang comes from the Third Field Army. Having been call­

ed to the General Staff of the PLA in 1952, he was pro­

moted to the rank of lieutenant-general in 1955. In 1957 

he was made vice-commandant of the PLA Military Academy 

in Nanking, to become commandant in 1963. Chang was 

purged in the Cultural Revolution but reactivated in 1971. 

In 1973 he was made vice commander of the Wuhan Military 

Region and in March 1977, vice-director of the PLA Logi­

stics Department.

Chang Chi-hui 4.51 -ft

Chang began his career in the Air Force in 1948. During the 

Korean War he shot down the well-known US fighter pilot 

A.Davis and was distinguished by the title of a "Combat 

Hero, First Class" in 1952.Having been promoted to the 

rank of a lieutenant-colonel, he went to the Soviet Union in 

1955 for a year's training. As a colonel he was made com­

mander of the First Combat Division of the PLA in 1965.

The 9th Party Congress having elected him an alternate mem­

ber of the Central Committee in 1969, the 10th and 11th 

Congresses confirmed his alternate membership. He has 

also been a deputy commander of the PLA Air Force since 

1974.

Chang Chih-ti

Chang has been vice-chairman of the Hupei Provincial 

Peasants' Association since 1973.

Chang Huai-lien f?'

B efore joining the PLA, Chang was a herdsman. In 1964 and 

1965 he shot down two unmanned US reconnaissance planes 

flying over Kuangsi, and was promoted Army captain. In 

1973 the 10th Party Congress elected him an alternate mem­

ber of the Central Committee and the 11th confirmed his 

alternate membership.

Chang Lin-ch’ih

Between 1949 and 1951 Chang was a cadre in the Ministry of 

Agriculture then to become vice-minister of agriculture until 

he was made vice-minister for state farms and land reclamation 

in 1956. Apparently in connection with the discovery of the 

Taching Oilfield, Chang was ordered to go to Heilungkiang 

province in 1960. He has been CCP secretary since 1966 and 

vice-chairman of the Revolutionary Committee since 1971, 

both in Heilungkiang province. The 10th Party Congress in 

1973 elected him an alternate member of the Central Com­

mittee for the first time.

Chang Ling-pin 't'

Chang comes from the First Front Army. Ever since 1949 

he has worked in the central military leadership. His first 

appointment was to the General Rear Services Department 

which was then reorganized. In 1954 he became vice-director 

of the PLA Logistics Department and in 1955 he was pro­

moted to the rank of lieutenant-general. In 1969 the 9th 

Party Congress elected him an alternate member of the 

Central Committee of the CCP.

Chang Yao-tz’u

It has not yet been possible to find out exactly what position 

Chang occupies. In 1969 he was one of the members of the 

Presidium of the 9th Party Congress. In 1970 he was referred 

to, for the first time, as a cadre of a department under the 

Central Committee. During the mourning ceremonies for 

Mao Tse-tung, Chang ranked first in the list of medical wor­

kers treating Mao Tse-tung.

Chao Hsing-yiian xL rU

Chao joined the PLA in 1942 when he was 16 years old. For 

his outstanding courage he became known by the names of 

"Little Hero” and "Hero with the Golden Face". In 1949 he 

commanded a regiment of the Fourth Field Army. Taking 

part in the Korean War between 1951 and 1953, Chao rose to 

the position of commander of the 118th Division. The 9th 

Party Congress having elected him an alternate member of the 

Central Committee for the first time, Chao was made political 

commissar of the Heilungkiang Military District in 1976.

Chao Hsiieh-ch’uan

Chao has been a vice-chairman of the Yunnan Provincial 

Trade Unions since 1973.
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Chao Wu-ch’eng 75^

Chao is a provincial cadre who made his way via Honan and 

Kuangtung provinces to Tientsin where he rose to the position 

of second Party secretary as early as 1965,- a positions he 

still occupies.

Ch’en Ai-o(f) PJ.

Ch'en is a textile worker in Hupei province.

Ch’en Hsien-jui

Ch'en is one of five full members of the 10th 

Central Committee to be degraded to alter­

nate membership by the 11th Party Congress. 

He came from the Fourth Front Army and, 

though promoted to the rank of lieutenant- 

general, had minor positions in the military 

leadership. In 1965 he was made deputy poli­

tical commissar of the Peking Military Region 

to rise to the post of political commissar of that Region in 1972.

Ch’en Jen-fu

Ch'en is a cadre from Shanghai who had bar-dly been known 

before his election by the 11th Party Congress.

Qi’en Tso-lin

In November 1976 Ch'en was identified as deputy Party secre­

tary in Chekiang province in November 1976 to be made Party 

secretary there in June 1977.

Ch’en Yung-lin

Ch'en had not been identified before his election as alternate 

member of the Central Committee in September 1977.

Ch’en Yii-pao 51

When Ch'en was elected, for the first time, an alternate member 

of the Central Committee by the 10th Party Congress in 1973, 

he was completely unknown. The only thing we have learnt 

since is that he is a cadre in Fukien province.

Cheng San-sheng bi­

Cheng began his career as one of P'eng Te-huai's bodyguards. 

In 1949 he commanded a regiment and in 1952, the 199 th 

Division of the 67th Army. In 1967 he was appointed com­

mander of Tientsin Garrison and presumably in 1968, deputy 

commander of the Peking Military Region until he was called 

to Sinkiang early in 1976 to become deputy commander of 

the Sinkiang Military Region.The first time he was elected 

to the Central Committee as an alternate member was by the 

9th Party Congress in 1969.

Ch’eng Yi-t’ai Z “fa-

Ch'eng had not been identified before his election as alternate 

member of the Central Committee by the 11th Party Congress.

Chi Kuei-hsin Jt

Chi had not been identified before his election to the Central 

Committee as alternate member by the 11th Party Congress.

ChilinWandan

Chilin is a Tibetan national corhing 

from the family of a serf. He distin­

guished himself, under the name of 

"Eagle of the Snow-Covered Moun­

tains", when he fought the rebels as 

a hero of the militia. In his capacity 

as head of a people's commune in the 

Tiching Autonomous Chou of the 

Tibetan national minority in Yunnan 

province, Chilin was made deputy

Party secretary of Yunnan Province in 1973 and chairman 

of that province's Peasants' Association in 1975. The 9th 

Party Congress elected him, for the first time, an alternate 

member of the Central Committee, in 1969.

Chi Ying-lin ^2/

Chi was a deputy for Kirin province to the Second and 

Third National Congresses.

Chiang Hsieh-yuan XJ

Chiang is one of five members of the 10th Central Committee 

to be degraded to alternate membership by the 11th Party 

Congress. He has always been a military cadre, first in the 

First Front Army and then in the Fourth Field Army. Since 

1968 he has been deputy commander of the Canton Military 

Region.

Chiang Pao-ti (f)

Chiang's career as a provincial cadre began in Chekiang pro­

vince during the Cultural Revolution. In 1973 she was made 

member of the CCP Standing Committee, chairman of the 

provincial Trade Unions and, in 1974, member of the Stand­

ing Committee of the Provincial Revolutionary Committee. 

The 9th Party Congress was the first to elect her to alternate 

membership of the Central Committee in 1969.

Ch’ien Hsiieh-sen

Having begun his studies at the Chiaotung University, Ch'ien 

went to the Massachusetts Institute of Technology to conti­

nue his studies under Professor Karman who encouraged him 

to become a rocket specialist. As a colonel of the US Armed 

Forces, Ch'ien was leader of the American scientists who, 

after the German surrender, dismantled the Peenemunde 

Rocket Centre to bring it over to the USA. In 1946, at the 

age of 34, he became the youngest professor in the MIT's 

history. Between 1949 and 1955 he was director of the 

Guggenheim Laboratory for Jet Propulsion at the California 

Institute of Technology where he was concerned with rocket 

propulsion systemsand nuclear physics. After his return 

to China in 1955, he was appointed director of the Institute 

of Mechanis under the Academy of Sciences in 1956. He is 

also believed to be a prominent member of the Science and 

Technology Commission for National Defence. In 1969, the 

9th Party Congress elected Ch'ien, for the first time, an alter­

nate member of the Central Committee of the Communist

Party of China.
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Chin Ming-han :X-

Before the Cultural Revolution Chin had been identified as 

being deputy Party secretary of the Yenpien Autonomous 

Chou of the Korean national minority. 

Chou Ah-ch’ing /W

Chou has been a deputy chairman of the Kiangsu Provincial 

Trade Unions since 1973.

Chou Tzu-chien -T A

Chou has been a vice-minister of the First Machine-Building 

Ministry since 1960.

Chu Shao-ch’ing

Chu's military career began in the Third Front Army and the 

Third Field Army. In October 1949 five regiments under Chu's 

command were destroyed when attempting to occupy Quemoy 

Island. Since that time Chu has been a military leader in the 

Fuchou Military Region where he rose to the position of a 

deputy commander in 1976. Since 1971 he has also been CCP 

secretary in Fukien province.

Chung Fu-hsiang 'fj?

Chung became a cadre in the Ministry for Post and Telecom­

munications when the People's Republic was founded in 1949. 

He became its vice-minister in 1953 but changed to the Second 

Machine-Building Ministry as vice-minister in 1957, to the 

First Machine-Building Ministry in 1958 and to the Third Mi­

nistry of Machine Building in 1960. He returned to the Mi­

nistry of Posts and Telecommunications in 1962 and in 1973 

was promoted from vice-minister to minister. He has been in 

that position since.

Feng Chan-wu

T he f irst time Feng was elected alternate member of the 

Central Committee was by the 9th Party Congress in 1969. 

He has been a vice-chairman of the Kirin Provincial Revolu­

tionary Committee in 1974.

Feng P’in-te A]

Feng is a cadre from Shanghai of whom we know nothing 

but that he was elected an alternate member of the Central 

Committee for the first time in 1973, by the 10th Party Con­

gress.

Ho Chin-nien M

Ho was first known as a military leader in the Fourth Field 

Army. Having been appointed deputy commander of the 

Northeast China Military Region in 1950 and promoted to 

the rank of a colonel-general, he disappeared from the public 

scene to reemerge in 1972 when he was identified as deputy 

commander of the PLA Armoured Corps.

Hsiang Chung-hua

Hsiang was identified as a political commissar of various mili­

tary unites as early as about 1931 .In 1953 he was made poli- '

tical commissar of the PLA Armoured Corps and two years 

later, promoted lieutenant-general. Hsiang has been a deputy 

chief of the PLA General Staff since 1972. The 10th Party 

Congress in 1973 elected him, for the first time, an alternate 

member of the Central Committee.

Hsiao Han

In 1975 Hsiao was made vice-minister for the coal industry 

and in July 1977, became minister of that ministry.

Hsiao Wang-tung a £ f-

Hsian was a military leader in the New Fourth Army during 

Revolution. Having served in East China since 1949, he was 

promoted to the rank of a lieutenant-general in 1955, and 

also made political commissar of Nanking Military Region. 

From 1965 until his purge in the Cultural Revolution, Hsiao 

was vice-minister of culture. He reemerged on the public 

scene in 1976 when he was identified as deputy political 

commissar of the Tsinan Military Region.

H sieh Cheng-jung jF

Hsieh, a major-general, was commander of the Kirin City 

Garrison from 1958 until 1967 and in 1968 became com­

mander of the Kirin Military District. In 1971 he emerged 

as Party secretary of Szechuan province. In 1973 he was 

also made vice-chairman of the Szechuan Provincial Revolu­

tionary Committee and deputy commander of the Chengtu 

Military Region. From 1974 until mid-1976 he commanded 

the Szechuan Military District.

Hsu Ch’ih

When the People's Republic of China was founded, Hsu was 

a cadre in the government and served in the ministry for the 

heavy industry until 1955. From 1956 until the Cultural Re­

volution he was vice-minister for the metallurgical industry. 

In 1968 the Szechuan Provincial Revolutionary Committee 

elected him vice-chairman. Since 1971 he has also been Party 

secretary of Szechuan province. His alternate membership 

to the Central Committee dates back to the 9th Party Con­

gress in 1969.

Hsii Li-ch’ing 5*7

Hsu served in the First Front Army and the First Field Army 

during Revolution. Between 1949 and 1952 he was director 

of the Political Department of the Sinkiang Military Region 

and became vice-director of the General Cadres Department 

under the People's Revolutionary Military Council. Having 

been promoted to the rank of lieutenant-general in 1955, he 

was appointed vice-director of the PLA General Political De­

partment in 1961. In January 1967 he became deputy head 

of the PLA Cultural Revolutionary Group but purged, six 

months later, after self-examination. Following his reactiva­

tion in 1973, Hsu was made political commissar of the Tsinan 

Military Region in 1974 (until 1975). Since 1976 he has been 

vice-director of the PLA General Political Department.
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Hsii Piao-chiin Vf

Hsu's name had not been mentioned in our sources before 

his recent election to the 11th Central Committee as an al­

ternate member.

Hsiieh Chin-lin (f) ££

Hsiieirwas made secretary of the Inner Mongolian Commu­

nist Youth League in 1973 and elected alternate member of 

the CCP Central Committee in the same year.

Hu Chin-ti (f)

The 10th Party Congress in 1973 elected Hu, for the first 

time, an alternate member of the CCP Central Committee. In 

1976 she was identified as vice-chairman of the Shensi Pro­

vincial Trade Unions.

Hu Liang-ts’ai $ 1

Hu, a worker, was elected an alternate member of the CCP 

Central Committee for the first time by the 9th Party Con­

gress in 1969. Since that time he has also been identified as 

a vice-chairman of the Sinkiang Revolutionary Committee 

and of the Sinkiang Trade Unions.

Hu Sung ^4

Hu works in a people's commune on Hainan Island.

Huang Hsin-t’ing

Huang comes from the Second Front Army and the First 

Field Army, and has been a military cadre ever since. During 

the Korean War he commanded the First Corps of the First 

Field Army. Promoted to the rank of lieutenant-general and 

made deputy commander of the Chengtu Military Region in 

1955, he rose to the position of a commander in the same 

region in 1960. Huang was criticized and purged in 1967, in 

connection with Ho Lung, but reactivated in 1974, to be­

come commander of the PLA Armoured Corps in 1975.

Huang Jung-hai

Huang has been a military leader since the days of Revolu­

tion when he served in the First Front Army and the Fourth 

Field Army. During the Korean War he was chief of staff of 

the 43rd Corps. Having been made major-general in 1955, 

Huang commanded the Kuangtung Military District in 1958 

and was promoted to the rank of lieutenant-general in 1963. 

When the Kuangtung Provincial Revolutionary Committee 

was founded in 1968, he was made its vice-chairman. The 

9th Party Congress elected him an alternate member of the 

Central Committee in 1969, the 10th and 11th Congresses 

confirming his alternate membership. Huang has been deputy 

commander of the Canton Military Region since 1971.

Huang Tso-chen

In 1955 Huang was promoted to the rank of major-general. 

In 1966 he was appointed deputy political commissar of the 

Peking Military Region and one year later, second political 

commissar of the Peking Garrison and secretary-general of 

the Peking Revolutionary Committee. The 9th Party Con­

gress elected him for the first time alternate member of the 

CCP Central Committee (1969). Since 1970 he has been vice- 

chairman of the Peking Revolutionary Committee.

Jan Kuei-ying (f)

Jan is a cadre of Kansu province.

Janabil

Janabil, a member of the Khazak national minority, comes 

of a herdman's famility. The 10th Party Congress having 

elected him, for the first time, an alternate member of the 

Central Committee, he was made a member of the Standing 

Committee of the Sinkiang Party Committee in 1974 and 

vice-chairman of the Sinkiang Revolutionary Committee in 

1976. In the same year he was identified as first Party secre­

tary and chairman of the Revolutionary Committee of the 

Hi Autonomous Chou. In 1977 Janabil was promoted to the 

position of a deputy Party secretary of the Sinkiang Party 

Committee.

Jen Chih-pin "[4

From 1964 until 1965 Jen was CCP secretary of Anhui pro­

vince. After the Cultural Revolution he reemerged in Anhui 

in 1974. It is not yet known what position he occupies in 

that province.

K’ang Lin

K'ang began his military career as one of Ch'en Yi's body­

guards. He served in the New Fourth Army and the Third 

Field Army. During the Korean War he was deputy com­

mander of the 24th Corps. In 1968 he rose to the position 

of commander of that unit. The 9th Party Congress elected 

him, for the first time, an alternate member of the Central 

Committee in 1969. Since 1972 K'ang has been deputy com­

mander of the Peking Military Region.

Kao Hou-liang & %

In 1964 Kao was identified as a major-general in the Nanking 

Military Region but no details are known as to the post he 

held there. On his reactivation after the Cultural Revolution, 

Kao was appointed deputy political commissar of the PLA 

Air Force in 1976.

Ku Hsiu-lien (f) M M £

Ku was first identified as a cadre in the State Council in 

1970. Since 1973 she has been vice-minister of the State 

Planning Commission.

Kuan Tse-hai

Kuan is a cadre of Yunnan province and was elected alter­

nate member of the CCP Central Committee for the first time.
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Kuo Feng-lien (f) If Fl ■$_

Kuo has been a Party secretary 

and chairman of the Tachai produc­

tion brigade since Ch'en Yung-kuei 

had been called to Peking in 1974. 

In addition, she has been vice-chair­

man of the Revolutionary Committee 

and member of the CCP Standing 

Committee of Shansi Province.

Kuo Yao-ch’ing 'J';

Kuo is a member of the Chuang national minority. As vice- 

chairman of the Trade Unions of the Kuangsi Autonomous 

Region he was elected alternate member of the CCP Central 

Committee for the first time in 1973, by the 10th Party Con­

gress. In 1976 he was identified as commander of the Nanning 

militia and in June 1977, as a Party secretary of Nanning, too.

Li Ch’ang-an ^7 2^

Li is a newcomer.

Li Ch’eng-fang

Li, who had been in the Red Army since 1927, served in the 

PLA until the Cultural Revolution. He comes from the 129th 

Division of the 8th Route Army and the Second Field Army. 

After the foundation of the People's Republic Li was appoint­

ed deputy commander of the Yunnan Military District (1953- 

1957), deputy commander of the Wuhan Military Region 

(1958-1962 ? ), and deputy commander of the Kunming Mi­

litary Region (1963-1967). Having been disgraced after self- 

criticism in the Cultural Revolution, Li was reactivated in 

1973, and has been minister of the Fifth Machine-Building 

Ministry since January 1975.

Li Chi-liang £

Li is a worker of the Maoming Petroleum Company in Kuang- 

tung province.

Li Ch’iao-yiin (f)

Li is a newcomer.

Li Chien-chen (f)

Li, a member of the Communist Party of 

China since 1927, was chiefly concerned 

with women's affairs during Revolution. 

After the foundation of the People's Re­

public she worked in her native province 

of Kuangtung where she rose to the posi­

tion of Party secretary in 1960. Disgraced 

in the Cultural Revolution but reactivated in 1973, she has 

since been vice-chairman of the Kuangtung Revolutionary 

Committee and chairman of the Kuangtung Provincial Pea­

sants' Association since 1974. Li had already been an alter­

nate member of the CCP Central Committee under the 8th

Party Congress in 1956.

Li Hsiieh-chih

Before the Cultural Revolution Li had been Party secretary 

of the Chinhua administrative district in Chekiang province.

Li Hua-min

During the final stage of the Revolutionary war, Li command­

ed the 44th Corps of the Fourth Field Army and during the 

Korean War, the 54th Corps (1953). Having been promoted 

to the rank of a major-general in 1955, he was appointed 

chief of staff of the Canton Military Region and has been 

deputy commander of the Wuhan Military Region since 

1968. In 1969 the 9th Party Congress elected Li an alternate 

member of the Central Committee, for the first time.

Li Jih-nai Q ifpt

The first time Li's name appeared 

in public was when he was elected 

an alternate member of the 10th 

Central Committee in 1973. In 

1975 he was identified as Party 

secretary of the Lichiachai pro­

duction brigade in the Chiinnan 

Hsien of Shantung province,- a bri­

gade which Mao Tse-tung had 

referred to as a model. In 1975, 

too, he was made vice-chairman 

of the Shantung Provincial Peasants'

Association and in January 11977 Party secretary and vice­

chairman of the Shantung Provincial Revolutionary Commit­

tee.

Li Shou-lin

In 1964 Li, a model peasant of Shensi province, was elected 

deputy to the Third National People's Congress. He has been 

an alternate member of the Central Committee ever since the 

9th Party Congress in 1969.

Li Tsu-ken

Li was elected vice-chairman of the Kiangsi Provincial Trade 

Unions in 1973. Shortly afterwards, the 10th Party Congress 

elected him an alternate member of the Central Committee.

Li Yao-wen XI l£

Li comes from the Third Field Army. Hav­

ing fought in the Korean War, he was pro­

moted to the rank of major-general in 

1955 and appointed deputy director of 

the Political Department of the Tsinan 

Military Region where he rose to the po­

sition of a deputy political commissar in 

1965. Called to Peking in 1970, he was 

sent to Tanzania as an ambassador in 1972 (until 1976) and 

in 1973 and 1974 he was, at the same time, ambassador to 

Madagascar. Early in 1977 he was again identified in a mili­

tary position but we do not yet know which.
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Li Yiian

Li, a graduate of the Whampoa Military Academy, joined 

the Red Army in 1930 and, by 1952, had reached the posi 

tion of commander of the 140th Division which took part 

in the Korean War. Having been identified as major-general in 

1964, Li commanded the 47th Army, which was then station­

ed in Changsha, in 1967. On foundation of the Hunan Provin­

cial Revolutionary Committee he was elected its chairman in 

1968. In 1969 the 9th Party Congress elected him, for the 

first time, an alternate member of the Central Committee. In 

February 1977 Li was referred to as deputy director of the 

PLA Logisitics Department and in July 1977, as deputy com­

mander of the Lanchou Military Region.

Liu Chen-hua jbj

During the final stage of Revolution Liu was serving in the 

Fourth Field Army. In 1950 he was director of the Political 

Department of a PLA Division. In 1969, he was elected, for 

the first time, alternate member of the Central Committee. 

Between 1971 and May 1976 he was Chinese ambassador to 

Albania and since July 1976, he has been vice-minister of 

foreign affairs.

Liu Chih-ch’iang ,$p 'll'

Liu is a cadre of Hunan province.

Liu comes from the 129th Division of the 8th Route Army 

and the Second Field Army. Having been appointed director 

of the Propaganda Department of the General Political De­

partment of the Revolutionary Military Council in 1950, he 

was promoted to the rank of major-general in 1955 and to 

that of lieutenant-general in 1958. In 1958 he was appointed 

vice-director of the PLA General Political Department and 

remained in that position until he was criticized as a deviation- 

ist and purged during the Cultural Revolution. In 1974 he was 

reactivated and has been Political Commissar of the Kunming 

Military Region since 1975.

LiuCh’ung-kuei 7?]

From 1961 until 1964 Liu was military attachfe to North 

Vietnam, his rank being that of a senior colonel. Following 

that appointment be became deputy commander of the 

Kuangsi Military District until about 1967. Since 1970 he 

has been vice-chairman of the Kuangsi Provincial Revolu­

tionary Committee and political commissar of the Kuangsi 

Military District. In 1974 he was also made Party secretary 

and in April 1977, second Party secretary, in Kuangsi pro­

vince.

Liu Hsi-yao

Between 1949 and 1954 Liu was a cadre in Hupei where he 

rose to the position of first deputy Party secretary. Having 

been appointed vice-chairman of the State Technology Com­

mission in 1957, Liu was vice-chairman of the Scientific and 

Technological Commission from 1959 until 1963. After that 

he disappeared for six years. In 1969 the 9th Party Congress 

elected him, for the first time, alternate member of the CCP 

Central Committee. In 1972 and 1973 he was head of the 

Group for Science and Education under the State Council. 

Since January 1975 he has been minister of the Second 

Ministry of Machine-Building.

Liu Jui-ch’ing ft

Liu is a miner of Kuangtung province.

Liu Ming-hui

Liu is a provincial cadre, who was first identified in Chung­

king (until 1954) and then went to Yunnan province in 1955 

where he rose to the position of a Party secretary in 1958 

and to that of acting governor in 1964. Having survived cri­

ticism during the Cultural Revolution, in connection with Yen 

Hung-yen, Liu was made vice-chairman of the Yunnan Pro­

vincial Revolutionary Committee on its foundation in 1968 

and has also been Party secretary since 1975.

In 1973 she was elected, for the first time, 

alternate member of the CCP Central Committee and vice- 

chairman of the Women's Federation of the Ninghsia Auto­

nomous Region.

In 1954 Ma was in the Ma Wan-shui production group of the 

Lungyen Iron Ore Mine. This group distinguished itself by 

its high production rates and Ma became its head in 1966.

In 1973 the 10th Party Congress elected him, for the first 

time, an alternate member of the CCP Central Committee. 

One year later he was identified as head of a tunneling team 

in the Lungyen Iron Ore Mine.

Mei is a soldier of the "Hard-Boned 6th Company".

P’an Mei-ying (f)

P'an is a member of the Yao national minority. When a 

child^he was servant to a landlord. It was only after the 

Communists had seized power that she could attend school. 

In 1969 the 9th Party Congress elected her, for the first 

time, an alternate member of the Central Committee. In the 

same year she was identified as vice-chairman of the Huang- 

shih production brigade of the Putou people's commune in 

the Ho hsien of the Kuangsi Autonomous Region. Since 

1975 she has been a member of the Standing Committee of 

the Kuangsi Provincial Revolutionary Committee.

In 1966 he won 

publicity by carrying out land re­

clamation work at an altitude of 

4,200m above sea-level. Since 

1974 he has been a member of the 

Standing Committee of the CCP 

Committee of the Tibet Autono­

mous Region and Party secretary 

of the Legmad people's commune 

(Chinese name: Liehmai people's commune). In 1976 he was 

identified as Party secretary of the Lhuntse hsien and the

Nyama people's commune.

Ruzi Turdi (Joirtz’u T’u'erh’ti)

Ruzi is a member of the Uighur 

national minority. As a boy he 

worked as a farmhand on a land­

lord's estate. In 1955 he founded 

the first cooperative in the Turfan 

region , in 1958, the first people's 

commune in the same region. In 

1962 he directed a campaign to 

make use of the melting water from 

the T'ienshan , two years later, one 

for planting forest belts to protect

the rural areas. In 1969 the 9th Party Congress elected him, 

for the first time, an alternate member of the Central Com­

mittee. Since 1971 he has been Party secretary and chairman 

of the Revolutionary Committee of the Turfan hsien.

Shen Ch’u-yiin (f)

Shen is a Hangchou textile worker.

Shen Mao-kung j/j

Shen was first known as a worker of the cotton spinning
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mill No.6 in Chengchou. When the Honan Provincial Revolu­

tionary Committee was founded, Shen was elected member 

of its Standing Committee. In 1969 the 9th Party Congress 

elected him a member of the Central Committee but the 10th 

in 1973 degraded him to alternate membership. Shen has been 

a member of the Standing Committee of the Honan Provin­

cial Party Committee since 1971 and chairman of the Honan 

Trade Unions since 1973.

Sun Hsiieh-mei (f)

Sun is a newcomer.

Sung Ch’ing-yu 'fa. fa fa

Sung was elected alternate member of the CCP Central Com­

mittee for the first time in 1973 by the 10th Party Congress. 

Since that time he has also been vice-chairman of the Shan­

tung Provincial Trade Unions and since 1977, member of the 

Standing Committee of the Shantung Provincial Party Com­

mittee.

Tai Su-li fa

Tai has been a provincial cadre in Honan ever since he was 

first identified. Before the Cultural Revolution he was already 

alternate secretary of the CCP there and since 1973 he has 

been vice-chairman of the Revolutionary Committee and de­

puty Party secretary of Honan province.

T’an Shan-ho ||| -2- fat

Before the Cultural Revolution T'an had already identified 

as a military leader, though his appointment was unknown. 

He was reactivated in 1974 and is probably commander of 

the PLA Engineering Corps (1977).

T’an Wen-chen (f) fa -fa fa

T'an is a newcomer.

T’ang K’e-pi (f) fa

In 1973 the 10th Party Congress elected T'ang for the first 

time alternate member of the Central Committee. The Fourth 

National People's Congress elected her a member of its 

Standing Committee in 1975. Since 1976 she has also been 

Party secretary in Szechuan province.

T’ang Liang

T'ang's military career began in the Third Front Army and 

the Third Field Army. After the foundation of the People's 

Republic he was given various military appointments in East 

China and in 1954, he was made political commissar of the 

Nanking Military Region. Promoted to the rank of colonel­

general in 1955, T'ang was elected alternate member of the 

8th Central Committee in a by-election of 1958 and has re­

tained his alternate membership under all Party Congresses. 

In 1965 he was first identified as 2nd political commissar of 

the Nanking Military Region and probably was transferred to 

an unidentified position in the central military leadership 

in 1974.

T’ang Wen-sheng (f) fa |j] fa-

T'ang became known as Mao Tse-tung's interpreter when 

he received official guests, such as Nixon, Bhutto, Pompidou 

and others. In 1974 she was made vice-director of the De­

partment for America and Oceania in the Foreign Ministry.

Teng Hua -fa

Teng was one of the leading military personages during Re­

volution and commanded a corps of the Fourth Field Army in 

1949. After the foundation of the People's Republic he was 

first stationed in South China but became vice-commander of 

the Chinese People's Volunteers in Korea in 1951 until he 

was promoted to the position of commander in 1954. Late 

in that year he was appointed commander of the Shenyang 

Military Region (until 1959). Promoted to the rank of a 

colonel-general in 1955, Teng was elected full member of 

the Central Committee by the 8th Party Congress in 1956. 

In 1960 Teng was dismissed from his military appointment 

to become vice-governor of Szechuan province. The 9th 

Party Congress reduced him to alternate membership in 1969 

and this is what he has been since. In July 1974 he was made 

vice-director of the Production and Construction Office of 

Szechuan province.

Ting Ch’ang-hua (f) 7* -fa

Before the Cultural Revolution Ting was a member of the 

Central Committee of the Young Communists' League, 

deputy of the Third National People's Congress for Kiangsi 

province and head of the ''Rocket'' production brigade of 

the Hsiiwan people's commune in the Chinhsi hien of Kiangsi 

province. She has been vice-chairman of the Kiangsi Provin­

cial Women's Federation since 1973.

Ts’ai Feng-Ian (f) )~fa fa

Ts'ai is a cadre of Chinghai province.

Ts’ao Szu-ming &

After the Cultural Revolution Ts'ao became known as a 

cadre in Sinkiang where he rose to the position of third 

Party secretary and vice-chairman of the Revolutionary Com­

mittee in 1973. In 1971 he had been identified as political 

commissar of the Sinkiang Military Region. Since 1976 he 

has been deputy political commissar of the PLA Logistics 

Department.

Ts’en Kuo-jung

Ts(en is one of five members of the 10th Central Committee 

who were reduced to alternate membership by the 11th, 

Ts'en having been elected alternate member by the 9th Party 

Congress already. In 1958 he was known as a worker of the 

Liuchou Iron and Steel Plant in Kuangsi. Since 1973 he has 

been chairman of the Kuangsi Trade Unions and since 1975, 

member of the Standing Committee of the Kuangsi Party 

Committee.

Tso Ch’ung-yi y

Tso is a hero-soldier.
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Tsou Chia-hua >1 f

Tsou has been known as a cadre in the State Council since 

1974.

Tu Hsiieh-jan '4*

Tu is a miner in Honan province.

Tu P’ing

Tu is one of five full members of the 10th Central Committee 

to have been reduced to alternate membership by the 11th 

Party Congress. He was first identified asa military leader 

in the First Front Army and the Fourth Field Army. During 

the Korean War he was last known to be director of the Poli­

tical Department of the "Chinese People's Volunteers". In 

1955 he was promoted to the rank of lieutenant-general and 

in 1958 appointed deputy political commissar of the Shen­

yang Military Region. In 1963 he was given the same ap­

pointment in the Nanking Military Region. Though elected 

CCP secretary of the Kiangsu Provincial Party Committee 

in 1970, he has never been mentioned in that position since.

Wang Chin-ling (f)

Wang is a newcomer.

Wang Chin-shan JL ill

Before the Cultural Revolution Wang was vice-governor of 

Hopei province. Since 1972 he has been vice-chairman of 

the Hopei Provincial Revolutionary Committee and since 

1975, member of the Standing Committee of the Hopei 

Provincial Party Committee.

Wang Chin-yu ~tz.

Wang is a cadre of Chekiang province.

Wang Chun-shao

Wang is an Anshan worker.

Wang Fu-chih

Having been a "leading military cadre" in Peking in 1971 and 

after, he has been commander of the Shansi Military District 

since 1976 and secretary of the Shansi Provincial Party Com­

mittee since 1977 (September).

Wang Li.i-sheng

Wang s military career began in the New Fourth Army and the 

Third Field Army. After the foundation of the People's Re­

public he was appointed political commissar of the PLA's 

22nd Corps and in 1959, after having been promoted to the 

rank of major-general, deputy political commissar of the 

Nanking garrison. In 1969 the 9th Party Congress elected 

him, for the first time, an alternate member of the Central 

Committee. Between 1969 and 1971 he was deputy political 

commissar of the Nanking Military Region and since 1972 

he has been first political commissar of the Wuhan Military 

Region. Having been elected second Party secretary of Hupei 

province in 1972, he gave this post up in 1977.

Wang Shang-jung \°1

Wang began his military career in 1927, during the Nanchang 

Uprising. He served successively in the Second Field Army, 

the 120th Division of the 8th Route Army and the First 

Field Army where he ended up by commanding a corps.

1974 reactivated, he has been deputy chief of the General 

Staff since.

Wei is one of five full members of 

the Central Committee which were 

reduced to alternate membership by 

the 11th Party Congress. She first 

won publicity as a worker in the 

Shenyang machine-building factory 

who had introduced innovations. 

During the Cultural Revolution Wei 

wa$ playing an active part in Shen­

yang and when the Liaoning Provin­

cial Revolutionary Committee was founded, she was made 

its vice-chairman. The 9th Party Congress having elected her 

a full member of the CCP Central Committee, Wei was made 

a member of the Standing Committee of the Liaoning Provin­

cial Party Committee in 1971 and vice-chairman of the 

Liaoning Women's Federation in 1973. In that year her mem­

bership to the Central Committee was confirmed by the 

10th Party Congress.

Wei Hsing-cheng

Wei is a newcomer.

Wen Hsiang-Ian (f) ‘C I?

Wen was first known as the head of an agricultural produc­

tion cooperative. In 1958 she was made chairman of the 

Hochuang people's commune in the Lushan hsien of Honan 

province. In 1969 the 9th Party Congress elected her, for 

the first time, an alternate member of the Central Committee. 

Since 1973 she has been a member of the Standing Committee 

of the Honan Provincial Party Committee and chairman of the 

Women's Federation in that province.

In 1968 Wu was praised as an "activist in the study of Mao 

Tse-tung's Thoughts". The 9th Party Congress in 1969 elect­

ed him, for the first time, alternate member of the Central

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Wu Chung

Wu is a military leader coming from the First Front Army, 

the 115th Division of the 8th Route Army and the Second 

Field Army. In 1952 he commanded the 52nd Division of 

the Second Field Army. Having been promoted to the rank 

of major-general in 1955, he was identified as commander of 

the First Armoured Division under the Armoured Corps Com­

mand in 1956 and as deputy commander of the Armoured 

Corps Command in the Shenyang Military Region. In 1968 

he was appointed deputy commander of the Peking garrison. 

The 9th Party Congress in 1969 having elected him, for the 

first time, alternate member of the Central Committee, he 

was made CCP secretary of Peking Municipality in 1971, a 

post on which he was last mentioned in 1973.

Wu K’e-hua

Wu is a military cadre coming from the 115th Division of the 

8th Route Army and the Fourth Field Army. In 1949 he 

commanded a corps of the Fourth Field Army. As deputy 

commander of the 13th Army Group, he fought in the Ko­

rean War in 1953. Promoted to the rank of lieutenant-general 

in 1955, Wu was appointed deputy commander of the Tsinan 

Military Region in 1958 to become commander of the PLA 

Artillery Force in 1963. During the Cultural Revolution he 

was purged on charges of engaging in anti-Mao activities. Re­

activated in 1974, he is believed to be commander of the PLA 

Railway Corps (1977).

Wu Leng-hsi

Having completed his studies at the Wuhan University and 

the Lu Hsiin Academy of Arts, Wu worked as a journalist. 

In 1937 he was found to be active in Yenan and later on in 

the Central Plane's Military Region, concerned with press 

affairs. After the foundation of the People's Republic , in 

1949, Wu was made director of the New China News Agency, 

a position he retained, with a short interval, until the Cultu­

ral Revolution. In 1958 he was also appointed editor-in-chief 

of Jen-min jih-pao and in 1964, vice-director of the Propa­

ganda Department under the CCP Central Committee. In 

1965 he was also identified as a member of the Standing 

Committee of the Third National People's Congress. Purged 

at an early stage of the Cultural Revolution, Wu was reactivat­

ed in 1972 and referred to as "a leading member" of Jen-min 

jih-pao.

Yang Chiin-sheng « ft ±

Yang is a military cadre coming from the First Front Army 

and the Second Field Army. He took part in the Korean

War as commander of the 16th Army. Having been promot­

ed to the rank of major-general in 1955, he was appointed 

commander of the Artillery Forces of the Chinese People's 

Volunteers in Korea and remained in this position until 

1958. Yang attended the PLA Military Academy between 

1959 and 1962 then to become commander of the 16th 

Army which was posted in Kirin province. In 1968 he was 

identified as "responsible leader" of the Peking garrison. In 

1969 the 9th Party Congress elected him, for the first time, 

alternate member of the CCP Central Committee. In the ' 

same year he was elected vice-chairman of the Peking Muni­

cipal Revolutionary Committee and in 1971, Party secretary 

of Peking. In 1973 he was also made political commissar of 

the Peking garrison.

Yang Fu-chen (f)

Yang won publicity as a weaver in the National Cotton Mill 

No.1 in Shanghai, and was repeatedly decorated as a model 

worker. Her rise to power began in the Cultural Revolution. 

In 1968 she was made a member of the Shanghai Revolution­

ary Committee. The 9th Party Congress in 1969 elected her 

a full member of the Central Committee but the 10th, in 

1973, reduced her to alternate membership. Since 1970 she 

has been a vice-chairman of the Shanghai Revolutionary Com­

mittee, since 1973, vice-chairman of the Shanghai Trade 

Unions and since 1977, a member of the Standing Commit­

tee of the Shanghai Party Committee.

Yang Ta-yi

Yang is a military cadre who began his career in the First 

Front Army. In 1949 he was deputy commander of a divi­

sion under the Fourth Field Army. During the Korean War 

he first commanded a division and then became chief of 

staff of the 38th Army. Having been promoted to the rank 

of major-general in 1955, he was identified as commandant 

of the Kueilin Infantry College in 1964. In 1968 he was 

found to be deputy commander of the Hunan Military Dis­

trict. When the Hunan Provincial Revolutionary Committee 

was founded in April 1968, Yang was elected its vice-chair­

man. In 1969 he was appointed commander of the Hunan 

Military District. In 1970 he was elected deputy Party secre­

tary of Hunan province. The 10th Party Congress elected 

him an alternate member of the Central Committee in 1973. 

Since 1976 he has been commander of the Liaoning Military 

District.

Yang Yung-liang 4^- fL

Yang is a newcomer.

Yuan Pao-hua 'fk _ -V*

Yuan has been in the civil service since 1957 when he was 

appointed assistant minister in the Ministry for the Metallur­

gical Industry. In 1959 he rose to the position of a vice- 

minister in the same ministry. In 1960, he was appointed 

vice-chairman of the Economic Commission and in 1964, 

minister of the Ministry for the Allocation of Material. In 

1970 he was referred to as a "leading member" of the State 

Council and has been vice-minister of the State Planning 

Commission since 1974. In April 1977 he was secretary­

general of the National Tachai Conference.
